This is updated every 5 minutes.
On the day of the flood we had 3 inches of rain in around 3 hours so the images towards the bottom of the page can give an idea of the current rain rate and the days rain from this you can get an idea of the current risk.

When you see the years rain to date here was 16 inches its no surprise that 3 inches in a couple of hours caused the flooding on the 30th – this was nearly a fifth of the year to date total.
The page also has links to previous months/years data which can show more information on our local climate.
