Procedural Matters
1. Terms of Reference
Cllr Hutchinson circulated and read through the current Committee documentation:
· Community Garden Committee Terms of Reference
· Conduct for Bellerby Parish Council Community Garden Committee
A document entitled Pros and Cons of Committee versus Charitable status for the Community Garden Group was circulated, read through and discussed.
2. Propose and agree the chairperson to the Bellerby Community Garden Committee and sign a Declaration of Acceptance of Office of Chairman in line with the Local Government Act 1972
RESOLVED: Cllr Singleton be elected as Chairman of the Community Garden Committee and he duly signed the Declaration of Office to the Community Garden Committee.
It was further suggested that the Friends group devise their own logo.
3. To Note Apologies and Reasons for Absence.
[bookmark: _Hlk104976019]RESOLVED: to note all apologies and approve all reasons for absence.
4. “To receive disclosures of personal and prejudicial interests from Councillors on matters to be considered at the meeting.

Business Matters
1. To receive information on options and decide the way forward regarding benefits and constraints of the Committee structure
It was agreed that approval for small purchases be discussed with Cllr Singleton.
It was further agreed that accounts at local building firms be arranged for purchases to minimise personal expenditure and reimbursements.
2. To confirm the co-option of Committee member/s and sign a Declaration of Acceptance of Office
RESOLVED: Charlotte Smith be elected to the Community Garden Committee to act as a link between the Parish Clerk and Friends group. She duly signed the Declaration of Office to the Community Garden Committee.
3. To decide on the design to take forward for costings
A copy of the preferred design with amendments was circulated.
Cllr Hutchinson reported that the design had moved on rapidly as the detail had been needed to process an application to the Community Investment Fund with a deadline of 31st August 2022. An application had been submitted for the 70% grant level for materials and labour for the footpaths. 
Match funding was identified as the Vat reclaim, along with £1,000 contribution from the Parish Council. It was proposed that the shortfall of £2,400 be made up from the National Garden Scheme funding.
It was noted that the design of the paths would be fixed but the beds could be altered.
The most difficult component of the design would be getting the correct levels for accessibility.
4. To discuss the existing budget
A document identifying the existing grants and monies ring fenced for the Community Garden was circulated. 
Grey items are ring fenced for match funding for the accessible footpath project.
Yellow items mark the available budget. This leaves a budget of nearly £1,000 for the group if the outstanding sums are confirmed.
A £20 additional donation was noted from an historical donation.
5. To discuss the requirements for future grant applications as they become available
This has been largely superseded by the submitted funding application to the Community Investment Fund.
It was agreed that the order for the grant funded fruit trees be placed as soon as possible for delivery and planting in November.
