Election of Chairman
The Clerk asked for a proposal for the position of Chairman.

Election of Vice Chairman.
Proposed by Cllr Boden and Seconded by Cllr Gresty, that Cllr Davis be Vice Chairman for the ensuing year. Carried.
5.
Appointment of Responsible Financial Officer.
Proposed by Cllr Gresty and Seconded by Cllr Davis that Cllr Boden be appointed as Responsible Financial Officer. Carried.

6.
The Annual Financial Report was presented by Cllr Boden and accepted by the Council. A copy will be placed on the NYCC website and the PC Noticeboard.

Appointment of Internal Auditor 2017/18
Proposed by 
Cllr Boden and Seconded by Cllr Davis that Mrs Hindley be asked to continue as Internal Auditor. Carried. The Chairman proposed that a small gift be made to Mrs Hindley. Carried
8.         Minutes
Cllr Dennison questioned the Minutes of the last Annual Meeting. The Clerk pointed out that there was no Annual Meeting in 2020, due to the Coronavirus Pandemic. However, there was an Annual Meeting on 13th May 2019, which had been duly approved and signed by the Chairman on 12th August 2019. The Clerk showed these documents to Cllr Dennison.
Cllr Dennison then questioned the Minutes of the meeting held on 24th May 2021. This was the meeting held specifically for discussion on the Planning Application 21/00794/FUL. In particular, he was unhappy with Item 54. This was the subject of £1000 of PC funds being made available to the “Fighting Fund”, should it be required. He could not recall that Cllr Davis had proposed this and the Chairman had sought approval. There had been no objections. He stated that he must have been having a “senior moment” and reluctantly accepted that the Minutes were correct.
9.
Dates for 2021/22
The Chairman suggested that only a meeting for August should be arranged, because it was not yet known how the “Egg Factory” Planning Application would proceed. This was agreed, unanimously. The options suggested were 9th, 16th or 23rd August. The Clerk would co-ordinate the chosen date after contact with the absent Cllr J Baker.
10.       Annual Report
The Chairman stated that for the past six years, he had not given an Annual Report, choosing instead to publish a twice yearly Newsletter. This had not been opposed. However, he had been asked by Cllr Dennison to give such a report at this meeting. He then read out his report a copy of which will be filed with the Minutes of this meeting.

 a)    There followed further discussion on 21/00794/FUL. It was suggested that the Chairman and Cllr Boden should liaise with the Village Action Group. This was unanimously agreed.


b)      Cllr Dennison stated that the verges at the junction of the C3 Moor Lane with the A168 at one end and the Allerton Wath road at the other, had been cut when it was not needed but hadn’t been cut when it was needed. After discussion it was agreed that the Chairman would raise the issue with CCllr B Baker.
