Planning
The Clerk informed the meeting that the Applications for 17 The Stonebow and the works at Thornton Lodge had been Granted by HDC.

HDC

District Cllr Robinson briefed the meeting on pertinent matters within HDC. These included changes to relevant charges, fly tipping, progress on plans for a new Crematorium, bigger parking bays, awards for Leisure Centres and the appointments of a new Chief Planning Officer and a new Communications Manager.
He also requested that he is allocated an earlier time for his briefings at future meetings.

Parish Portal
Mr Nigel Fowler of NYCC gave a presentation on NYCC Parish Portal, the benefits to users and the savings made by its use. He was able to give a live demonstration by linking into the Wifi available in the Village Hall.

AOB
County Cllr Baker informed the meeting that representations to Central Government were being made concerning the anomalous Council Tax position vis a vis North Yorkshire in comparison to London. Also he stated that the installation of LEDs for street lighting had made substantial and ongoing savings. He mentioned the forthcoming nationwide ban on the domestic use of coal and logs for heating.
The Chairman informed the meeting that the goalposts in the playing field had collapsed due to woodrot. A discussion followed.

Seconded by Cllr Dennison that the goalposts be removed and not replaced. Carried.

The Chairman noted that further tree-felling appears to have taken place on the site formerly known as Lyncroft. Additionally, he was concerned about the apparent absence of toilets on-site and the build-up of large amounts of soil on the South-facing land which might lead to slippage into the beck.
Water drainage in the High Street was also discussed. This had become a concern following the large amounts of heavy rain recently experienced.
