Minutes of Last Meeting
Approval of minutes of last meeting on 20/03/24 by C. Cook and S. Bennett.
Matters arising from previous minutes

a. St Andrews Church Installation of Mains Water and Sewerage Pipes
The Vicar attended the meeting and explained the plans they had for updating the church using the legacy money. They have divided the work into phase one and phase two. 
Phase one will consist of the outside work to install mains water and sewerage, the pipes will go along the path to the lichgate and run along the wall to the road to meet the mains connection. The path will be relayed to form a slope to allow level access into the church and access around to the rear, the path will be fitted with a safety rail. 

Phase two will remove the pews around the font and create a level floor to form a meeting area, installing a kitchenette and cupboards on the opposite wall. Splitting the vestry area in half to create an indoor toilet to replace the current chemical outside toilet.  

The church hopes this will enable the church to be used as a community hub and host regular groups.

The total cost of the work is estimated at £90,000 - £100,000. They received £51,000 in a legacy and secured £10,000 from the lottery, £1000 from a trust, £1000 from a personal donation and £1000 (TBC) from Yorkshire Historical grant. This leaves a shortfall of £10,000 which the church hopes they can raise from further grants and donations. 

The Parish Council raised concerns about car parking. The outside work may begin in July and the Parish Council agreed to allowing a skip to be placed on the entrance to the green while the contractors carry out the work.

No progress, K. Murray advised that the trees in Maunby do not require any work at this time.

Any Other Business Requiring Urgent Consideration

a. NYC Councillor Update
Cllr A. Wilkinson not present to give an update. The Chairman talked about the meeting between the Parish Council and Planning Officers held at Stone Cross.
b. PGL Communication 
David, Facilities Manager from PGL attended the meeting. The site is ¾ full and numbers will peak sometime in May.
PGL has addressed the issue of a member of staff driving his car inappropriately.

PGL have warned staff about walking from the pub and littering. This follows reports of residents finding broken glass bottles, it is thought it is a member of PGL’s staff. 

The kids have been deterred from building dens as one was discovered in the dog walking area, the kids had managed to add a toaster and portable T.V.
No update about the Noise Management Plan.  

c. Peggy’s Field
Residents living next to the development site on Peggy’s Field have highlighted the following:

· Unable to exit their drive safely due to traffic parked on the surrounding pavement of the work men working on the development.

· Yesterday a skip was parked 3ft away from their bedroom and the house shook each time a bucket load was emptied into it.

· The skip was open and contained asbestos.

· The site is not left secure as they had seen local boys playing on the site. The boys left when asked. End House is also not secure. 

The Parish Council advised the residents to report these issues to the relevant authority’s. 

d. Partition on Footpath Entering Newby Wiske from the Bridge
A Parish Councillor reported that a section of footpath is partitioned off by Northern PowerGrid and has been like it for the last two weeks. 

e. Blocked Drain on South Otterington Side of Newby Wiske Bridge
The Clerk reported this to Highways and it seems that no action was taken.

Clerk to chase up.

f. State of the Footpath Along ‘The Avenue’
The footpath is overgrown again. The Councillors commented that the verge along Parlours has become very messy due to parked cars for school pick up/drop off.
Clerk to ask C. Newton to contact the owners of the field to tidy up.
