Approval of minutes of last meeting on 21/06/23 

Matters arising from previous minutes

a. Co-Opting Howard Ellis as a Parish Councillor
Due to H. Ellis not yet present this was discussed later in the meeting 
b. VAS Signs /Speed Limit of Traffic on A167 and along The Avenue 
The Clerk reported the 30mph signs North on the A167 entering South Otterington are fading. Highways replied saying the signs causing concern were inspected by a Highways Officer, they are showing signs of minor fading but do not meet Highways criteria for replacement. They will continue to monitor them.

The Clerk also reported the concern over the speed of traffic travelling in both directions on the A167 through South Otterington. Highways have contacted the Safety Camera Deployment Team and requested that our South Otterington site be considered for enforcement again in the near future. 
The Parish Council also discussed the possibility of reducing the speed limit to 20mph along The Avenue. C. Newton was heavily involved with this campaign so the matter will be discussed at a later date.   
The VAS sign was placed on entry to Newby Wiske from Warlaby to help reduce the traffic speed. D. Gillson is not present but will be analysing the data at some point. 

c. Quoits Club Picnic Benches
M. Stokes has sought some prices for a similar picnic bench to the ones that were donated, prices range from £280 - £450 per bench.

Due to the Parish Council’s insurance policy not covering third party the Parish Council do not support the use of the donated picnic benches and request that they be removed and stored away from the village green when not in use. If the residents of Maunby continue to use the benches it will be at their own risk as the benches are not owned or checked by the Parish Council.

The Parish Council are still willing to fund the purchase and installation costs of two new picnic benches fixed to the ground. Maunby residents are not in favour of this idea as they like the flexibility of placing the benches to suit the need.

After listening to the comments and views of residents of Newby Wiske and the Parish Council, PGL withdrew the planning application and decided to move the existing signs further towards the road. This makes them more visible. PGL are in the process of designing some new entrance signs that will be more in keeping with the village and surrounding conversation area. The Parish Council appreciated this decision. 
Planning Matters arising from previous minutes – Updates

a. Outline Application with All Matters Reserved (Considering Access) for the Construction of 3 self/custom-build plots. Land To The North Of Corner House, Station Road, South Otterington, North Yorkshire. Ref: 23/00562/OUT
At present the applicant is holding up their application whilst they consider the comments made by the Parish Council.
b. Demolition of existing agricultural outbuildings and single storey extension to End House, Stainthorpe Row and proposed residential development comprising 42 new dwellings (C3), means of access, site infrastructure, open space and associated landscaping as amended on 04 April 2023. OS Field 4234 South Otterington, North Yorkshire. Ref: 22/02862/FUL.
The application has been passed back to a delegated planning officer. The application will have to satisfy their requirements before it will be passed.

c. Full planning for the demolition of existing buildings and the construction of 14no dwellings and associated works. Ref: ZB23/00978/FUL

No update to share, the Parish Council wonder if the applicant will have to reconsider due to the location of the beck.

Any Other Business requiring urgent consideration

a. Communication with PGL – David Brown
David said he received good feedback from the last Parish Council meeting and he explained what action was taken as a result;

1. Arrival team meeting coaches at the gate to help reduce time queuing to enter site. 
2. Relocated site entrance signage further towards the road and withdrew their planning application. PGL marketing team working on signage that would be more suitable for a conservation area.  

3. PGL provided more information to incoming traffic prior to visiting advising on the correct route to enter and to ignore satellite navigation which will direct them the wrong way. David explained that only 20% of customers use PGL’s transport meaning PGL are not in control and can only advise the other 80%.
Their business is seasonal May – September. Schools do not visit over the summer holidays instead they hold summer camp where there are more individual cars dropping off children. The schools will return in Autumn when hopefully PGL’S travel instructions should have been communicated effectively to coach drivers.

4. The noise level will have peaked and the community should notice a reduction. A noise curfew is in place for both staff and customers. NYC recently visited the site and they were satisfied with the plan PGL presented. This includes some planned work to remove some dead wood.

5. PGL have received two emails from residents from the village reporting issues about the noise and traffic, residents need to provide enough information to PGL to enable them to investigate an incident. 
Residents of Newby Wiske raised the following:
1. Residents complained they were not able to get through on the phone number PGL gave as a contact. PGL advised the phone broke and it took longer than expected to get it fixed. 
2. Residents complained that they had to wait over two weeks for a reply once they had reported an incident to PGL.

3. One resident raised an incident where a coach arrived at the site and was unable to gain entry, the coach parked on the village green. the resident commented that the barrier is too close and does not allow two coaches to park safely on site to wait and meet their arrival team. Residents suggested staggering entry and leaving times to address this issue. PGL advised the site only opened in March and each site layout is unique so this is still work in progress.   
PGL clarified the wording of their withdrawn planning application should state it is the site entrance sign not advertising PGL as some of the community thought. 

Residents asked why the intercom on arrival takes so long. PGL advised they have to follow their safe guarding protocol. Residents identified this as a hot spot for coaches backing into the village. Different methods of arriving coaches were discussed. 

Residents would like PGL to train their staff on the rules relating to noise etc. they would also like to see an improvement of people walking on and off site as well as controlling vehicles.
PGL explained how site security was organised and the roles of their staff, he also explained what security procedure/protocol/policy PGL have adopted.

(Cllr A. Wilkinson left the meeting)

PGL’s upcoming plans include trimming the vegetation on Maunby road.  

Residents asked if PGL need permission to fly drones on their site.

PGL advised everyone to use their enquires email address to contact the site. They invited the community to join them on 22nd July to view the site, sample some of the activities and enjoy a barbeque. 
The Parish Council thanked David for attending.

b. Co-Opting Howard Ellis

The Parish Councillors agreed to Co-Opt H. Ellis as a Parish Councillor to represent South Otterington.

c. TPO on Oak Tree along The Avenue
The Parish Council discussed the reply from NYC stating that the wrong tree was felled. This matter is ongoing.
