The Chairman approved the apologies and informed the Parish Council of the resignation of Parish Councillor S. Bennett.

Minutes of Last Meeting
Approval of minutes of last meeting on 21/08/24 by K Murray and H. Ellis.

Matters arising from previous minutes
a. Peggy’s Field Development 
There is very little progress and the field is in a terrible state. The neighbouring resident was advised by planning to contact a solicitor after their property suffered subsidence as a result of work carried out in Peggy’s field. They have kept NYC Cllr A. Wilkinson in the loop.

The Councillors discussed the lack of a wheel washing area, which they thought was a condition on a building site. 
The Councillors discussed Parlour’s planning application (14 new dwellings) as they have had three different planning officers assigned and each one has left resulting in the application not moving forward. 
b. Fibre Cable Broadband in the Parish Villages
Slow broadband speed in Newby Wiske was raised by a Parish Councillor. They informed the Parish Council that at home (NW) their speed is typically 30mh and in the village hall (SO) it is 61.6mh, a considerable difference.  

Cllr A Wilkinson added “I have spoken to colleagues at NYNET and they suggest that the best option would be for you to contact Quickline and see if they will help. Please see the below response from NYNET.
 
"The village already has Superfast.  NYC have spoken with BDUK who told them that it isn’t in the initial bid for Project Gigabit but they are reaching out to Quickline to try and get it included."
c. Newby Wiske Water Pump/Maintenance of Benches
The Newby Wiske pump is finished and installed. The Parish Councillors are very pleased with the workmanship on the newly restored pump.
Brad has started work on some of the benches, starting with the benches in Maunby he will work through to complete them all.

Updates
Cllr A. Wilkinson sent the Parish Council news about a Parish workshop that should be informative for Councillors. It will be held in Northallerton Town Hall on 30th October. 
Various ‘Let’s Talk’ campaigns are on the way. ‘Let’s talk active’ which is an informal survey asking people about their physical activity levels and use of North Yorkshire Council leisure facilities, which runs for 8 weeks from 9th September until 4 November.
‘Let’s talk money’ will launch in October/November – NYC are asking you to share your views on the council’s budget, what is important to you and what they should prioritize.  
Cllr A. Wilkinson continues to try and arrange a meeting between PGL, Planning and a limited number of Parish Councillors. 

Planning
A number of new planning officers have been recruited to address the shortage; this should improve and speed up the service. 
b. Communication with PGL – Ross Hocking
Ross thanked the Parish council for displaying the flyers advertising the Community Fun day held at PGL on 25th August. The day was enjoyed by a good number of local people and PGL raised a small sum of money for charity. 

Ross was questioned about children playing at 8.30am on a green area. 

Ross explained the coach driver rest break procedures and they discussed coaches parking along the road in Newby Wiske. PGL have 6 designated coach parking bays.
