Minutes of Last Meeting
Approval of minutes of last meeting on 20/01/22 by A. Shore and M. Harland
Matters arising from previous minutes

a. VAS Signs (Maintenance and relocation)
The software has not been downloaded onto the parish laptop. A dongle may be required to view data collected by the signs. The chairman has successfully viewed some data on his phone which revealed one sign flashed 1000 times from the installation date to present. Given the amount of passing traffic the figure didn’t seem unrealistic. The data will show more details once the software is accessed. 
Clerk to download software.

b. Pothole/Ownership of Road (Single Track Road Leaving Little Otterington Green going Past ‘South View’)
K. Bowe has emailed highways to report the pothole on two separate occasions and is still awaiting a reply. The email was received as they sent an automated response. It doesn’t appear anyone has been out to the pothole as they would usually draw a mark around it after inspection. K. Bowe has confirmed the small grass area (at the bottom of Melba House and Carrie Cottage) is indeed parish green.
K. Bowe to continue to get a response from highways. Put on the agenda for the next meeting.
c. Newby Wiske Hall (Breach of Conditions)
There have not been any major reports from residents but some vehicles are still entering the site from South Otterington, not Warlaby as they should. 

Cllr B. Phillips is not sure if HDC have looked into this.

The council are still in the process of writing a letter setting out the breaches of conditions which have been observed by residents, once complete the letter will be emailed to HDC and possibly Kevin Hollinrake. The council hope the points raised will be taken seriously. 

d. Servicing/Relocating Maunby Defibrillator  
Due to the closure of the pub the defibrillator will be relocated somewhere close to the notice board. K. Bowe has not been successful in contacting Restarting Hearts, the company that originally installed the defibrillators. Permission to move the defibrillator is required from HDC and highways as the street lighting will be its source of power. Finances are in place to fund the move.
Nick Tart will take the lead to resolve this. Put on the agenda for the next meeting.
e. Restructure of Local Council (Update)
Cllr B. Baker not present to give an update.  

K. Bowe has had no response to his request for a member of the council to deliver a presentation to the parish council at the March meeting. 
K. Bowe will contact Carl Les and request a guest speaker to address our parish council. It is hoped it will ignite some interest for the parish council.

f. Queen’s Jubilee (Expenses and Events Planned)
The Village Hall Committee have planned several events to celebrate the Jubilee. These include a tea in the VH and games on the village green. They had already decided that purchasing a beacon was unsuitable because of the lay of the land in our parish and what do you do with it afterwards? The council favoured the idea of planting a tree in each of the parishes three villages, supporting the Queen’s Green Canopy. The chairman of the Village Hall Committee stressed it was volunteers that was needed not money to fund it.
K. Bowe to ask Ben or Tom to suggest a suitable location to plant a tree in each of the three parish villages.

b. Parking on Church Green at South Otterington
Last year the chairman and vice chairman spent a lot of time relaying the create on the green along the wall leading to the church. Recently cars are starting to park on the other side of the green. To preserve the green the council agreed to extend the posts and chain. K. Bowe has enough materials without the need to purchase new. A. Shore and M. Harland volunteered to erect the posts and chain.
