Minutes of Last Meeting
Approval of minutes of last meeting on 23/09/21 by I. Glover and A. Shore  

Matters arising from previous minutes

a. AJI Road Safety Scheme (MVAS sign maintenance, repositing and living wall hand over to school)
The MVAS sign in South Otterington was relocated on Saturday from the North post to the South post of the A167 targeting traffic travelling North. The sign in Newby Wiske remains in the same location. 

The software is coming to enable us to view the data collected by the MVAS signs. Celia has received the link to log on. 

The council approved a cost of £23 to purchase a bracket for the post near Walkers Garage in South Otterington. 
b. Restructure of Local Council (Update)

Cllr Baker is not present to give an update.
c. Approval of Parish Council Polices Code of Conduct (Update)

The chairman is still in the process of producing a suitable document but is having to juggle around other personal commitments.  
d. Recruitment of New Parish Councillors (Update on producing flyers advertising post)
The clerk had sought some advice from YLCA regarding where we stand with the set number of councillors representing each village. The advice was helpful.

A member of the public has come forward and the council are in agreement that he can join. He will represent Newby Wiske. There are still two vacancies for Maunby. 
Clerk to inform the Elections office at HDC and sought appropriate forms ready for him to sign. 

Clerk to email HDC asking for their thoughts on our situation with recruitment.  
e. Iain and Keith’s role within the Parish Council – the possibility of them stepping down as Chairman and Vice Chair

They agreed to carry on to the next elections as there isn’t anyone suitable to take on the roles. They didn’t want to see the Parish Council collapse and felt an obligation to support the present Parish Councillors and clerk. The decision was appreciated by everyone.
Correspondence for consideration

a. Parish Council Police Report (22nd Sept – 19th Oct 2021)
The police report revealed no incidents for this period. It contained information about the police’s effort to fight fraud. They are working closely with banks to pick up any unusual activity.  
b. Citizens Advice Letter Received Requesting a Donation

The council will not be making a donation as they feel it isn’t the correct use of the precept. All councillors agreed. 
c. Remembrance Day – Opportunity to Support the Royal British Legion Industries (RBLI) by Purchasing a ‘Tommy’ Figure in the Parish

The council priced up how much it would cost to purchase a ‘Tommy’ to display in the three villages and decided that it was too expensive and not the best use of the precept. They wondered where it would be stored when not displayed.

Planning Matters arising from previous minutes – 

a. Newby Wiske Hall – Planning Details
As Councillors understand it PGL have moved the location of the play equipment on the parkland. The councillors believe that this is something new and separate from the other Discharge of Conditions and therefore should be shown on the portal to reflect this.
The councillors are disappointed that they were not informed before hand and only found out when a reporter phoned a parish councillor asking for a response. This is especially disappointing as Peter Jones previously said he would keep the Parish Council in the loop of the Discharge of Conditions.

Clerk to email Peter Jones and express the parish councillor’s disappointment of this matter and to ask if he remembers saying he would keep us in the loop and if so, why hasn’t he? Also, if he intends to do so in the future.

K. Bowe expressed his annoyance of receiving the bill of £40 from Littlejohn. He was sure he had returned all the forms by the deadline but it seems there was a mix up resulting in the bill.

c. Precept 2022/23

The precept was carefully considered exploring the possibility of reducing it, however it was decided to discuss it further at the next meeting when everyone had given it further consideration, including the Parish Councillors not present. 
The Infrastructure Levy should increase next year as more new houses have been built in the parish but it isn’t sure which houses will be included.
The parish have 5 years to spend the Infrastructure Levy they have received. The council have spent most of it on resurfacing the Church village green in South Otterington, purchasing flower pots for Maunby, providing a quotes pitch for Maunby etc. there is a small amount left which will be spent on the pump at Newby Wiske that is a listed building/feature.
K. Bowe pointed out that the Precept remittance advice sent by HDC was sent to the previous clerk’s old email address and not to the present email address. 
Clerk to email all the Parish Councillors asking them to give it some thought ahead of the next meeting where a decision needs to be made to ensure we reply by the deadline of 31st December 2021. 

Clerk to email Creditors at HDC and request they send future correspondence to the current email address. 

Any Other Business requiring urgent consideration

Police and Crime Commissioner Elections 
K. Bowe recalled how during the election in May 2020 the current Commissioner had pledged to look into the sale of the Police Headquarters to PGL. When he was elected the parish asked him to do so. Feedback revealed that he didn’t ask anybody questions and didn’t do a thorough job. He later claimed that he hoped the villagers would work with PGL and sort it out.
As the election is required as the result of the commissioner’s poor personal conduct resulting in him resigning the councillors don’t think the election should be at any expense to the parish.   
Hole Appeared on Footpath

K. Bowe was informed about a small narrow hole that appeared on the footpath from Little Otterington Green towards the Church. The hole is approximately 2.5ft deep and wide enough to fit a child’s foot. Yorkshire Water have verified they are not the cause. K. Bowe has contacted highways and they have given it a job number and added it to their job list. 
Clerk to put on next month’s agenda for an update.

Thornton-le-Moor and South Otterington Footpath

Cllr Baker is not making any progress or headway so unless there is a development this matter will no longer be pursued. 
Making A Difference Grant

The clerk asked the Chairman if he was aware of a grant awarded by HDC where the parish could benefit from a modest amount to spend on the community.
