Minutes of the Parish Council meeting held at 7.00pm on Wednesday 24th May 2023 at South Otterington Village Hall, South Otterington, Northallerton, North Yorkshire DL7 9HG

a. Chairman
The councillors nominated Eric Branson-Burke to serve for a second year and he accepted the role.

b. Vice Chairman
Chris Cook accepted the role after the Councillors nominated him.

S. Bennett and J. Cook approved the minutes as a true record.
Matters arising from previous minutes

a. VAS Signs
The Chairman advised D. Gillson how to open and download the data as he was unable to do so.

The Chairman reported that the average speed of vehicles recorded is between 40-60mph. The VAS signs do not appear to record vehicles of a certain length.

b. PC to Consider Contributing to the Cost of ‘News and Views’ Parish Community Magazine
The church has calculated that they have lost £697 on producing the N&V for 2022. They have requested £300 from both Thornton-le-Moor with Thornton-le-Street Parish Council and our Parish Council; this would leave the church with £97 to pay.  

The Councillors discussed the matter and it came to light that people are receiving the N&V without asking or paying for it and the publishing costs/subscriptions fees are very poorly costed.
The Councillors decided it needed further thought so asked the Clerk to add to the agenda for the next meeting.

c. Setting up a Parish Council Facebook Page
Cllr S Bennett has set up the Facebook page. Currently no contents have been added. The Councillors are slightly concerned how they will manage other people adding comments.

Correspondence for consideration

a. Parish Council Police report 1st – 30th April 2023
The Chairman read out the report which revealed there was a theft of two recently purchased tractor GPS from a local farm.  The report was circulated to the Parish Councillors.

The Chairman warned about a scam he had heard about where residents that had previously had free loft installation fitted were targeted. The scam seems to be working its way North from the South.  

Miscellaneous Correspondence for noting 

a. Static Caravan in Newby Wiske
The Parish Council established that the owner has temporally pitched a caravan on his plot while a new dwelling is constructed. 
Planning Matters – New Planning Applications

a. Single storey extension to dwelling. Belmont House, Newby Wiske, Northallerton. Ref: ZB23/00793/FUL
No comments or objections, Clerk to reply to NYC.

b. Alterations and extensions to existing dwelling. The Holly Garth, Maunby, Thirsk, North Yorkshire. Ref: ZB23/00781/FUL
No comments or objections, Clerk to reply to NYC.

c. Retrospective application for an intercom at the entrance. PGL Travel Limited, Newby Wiske. Ref: ZB23/00823/FUL
The Councillors object to the use of an intercom as they feel it is not necessary. There is an existing gatehouse which could be maned and used instead. Currently, when multiple vehicles (usually coaches) arrive at the site they cause a backlog on the road through the village.

Clerk to reply to NYC. 

d. Application for works to 1No. tree subject to TPO Individual Trees: 1989/08 – T1 Oak. Land North of Mayfield and East of Orchard House, South Otterington. Ref: ZB23/00784/TPO
The Parish Council do not object but recommend that any action taken is the best option for the tree. If necessary, the tree should be replaced with an equal type of tree and be allowed to grow unhindered. 

e. Full planning for the demolition of existing buildings and the construction of 14no dwellings and associated works. Ref: ZB23/00978/FUL

The Councillors are uncertain how many residents know about this application. There are a few comments on Facebook. 
The Councillors do not have any fundamental objections but they did raise concern over the contamination report, given the fact that the site was formally industrious. They also raised concern over the location of the site entrance that would potentially create a second crossroads very close to the existing one at the Shorthorn pub, should the proposed 3 dwelling planning application on the opposite side of the road be granted.

a. Works to a tree with preservation order 1989/08. J Parlour And Son, South Otterington, Northallerton. Ref: 23/00368/TPO

Planning Matters – Refused - None

Planning Matters arising from previous minutes 

a. Outline Application with All Matters Reserved (Considering Access) for the Construction of 3 self/custom-build plots. Land To The North Of Corner House, Station Road, South Otterington, North Yorkshire. Ref: 23/00562/OUT
The Parish Council discussed this application taking into consideration that the proposal may be for 4 and 5 bedroomed houses, not bungalows as a presentation stated. If this is the case, the Parish Council were misled by previous communication. 

The Parish Council support objections from the local residents with neighbouring properties and ask to consider the fact that the site has previously been refused twice, and, an Appeal refused by the Inspector for the Secretary of State. The proposal is considered too close to neighbouring properties depriving them of privacy and light. The site is also greenfield.

The Parish Council also feel the three entrances onto the A167 will create a hazard especially if permission is granted for the proposed 14 dwelling build on the opposite side of the road, which will in effect create another crossroads next to an already existing busy crossroads.  The Parish Council agreed to object to the application.

Demolition of existing agricultural outbuildings and single storey extension to End House, Stainthorpe Row and proposed residential development comprising 42 new dwellings (C3), means of access, site infrastructure, open space and associated landscaping as amended on 04 April 2023. OS Field 4234 South Otterington, North Yorkshire. Ref: 22/02862/FUL.

The Chairman intends to speak at Thirsk and Malton Area Planning Committee Meeting which was delayed and will now take place on Thursday 15th June.
