Matters arising from previous minutes

a. AJ1 Road Safety Signs
The VAS sign located at Newby Wiske was fixed as it was not working. The chairman will contact K. Bowe regarding delegating tasks to the present councillors. The councillors feel they are not 100% sure of the workings of the signs.

The councillors are confident that the signs are situated in the right location to slow down traffic entering South Otterington but are concerned that traffic speed increases before it is clear of the controlled speed zone when exiting the village.

b. Living Wall
There has not been any response from villagers to the clerk’s request for ideas regarding the future of the living wall. The councillors are almost certain they want to change the wall into something more useful and less time consuming to maintain and water. 

There are still a number of safety concerns over the close location of the wall to the road.

The cost was previously agreed and the councillors approved the proposal cost as per original quote. Some of the trees are in urgent need of some maintenance.   
d. Project Action Plan Spreadsheets
The councillors established that D. Gillson currently checks the South Otterington defibrillator and receives a message if it has been used. K. Bowe regularly checks the defibrillator at Newby Wiske.

D. Gillson will complete an action plan for the VAS signs and the defibrillators. 

PGL seem keen to do a good deed for the village and J. Cook will approach them about the possibility of siting the Newby Wiske defibrillator on their entrance gate, the councillors agreed this would be an appropriate location for it.
