Approval of minutes of last meeting held on 21 March 2019.  Proposed and seconded by Andrew Shore and Terry Brett.
Open Forum

Ten minutes allocated for public consultation.  
Mr George Parvin asked how rates (parish precept) are spent. A one-off contribution towards costs of somebody speaking on the Parish Council’s behalf at the Planning Meeting in relation to the Newby Wiske Hall planning application.  The Parish Council requested an increase in the Precept because the Parish Council received a notification from Hambleton District Council that the increase requested would not lead to a higher charge being levied tp parishioners.  There are three defibrillators now for the parish council to pay maintenance on.  Mowing of the village greens and open spaces is an ongoing cost, as well as tree pruning and maintenance.  Another reason – elections.  A Parish Council election would have created a cost.  The Parish Council still have to pay £100 even though there is no Parish Council election.

Matters arising from previous minutes
a. Newby Wiske Hall – Update.  Nothing new to report at this moment in time.
b. South Otterington Village Signs – Maunby complete.  Others to be erected.  Sign on Church Green, stone plinth.  Hoping to get car parking signs up in the next week or so in Little Otterington.  
c. South Otterington Village Green Trees. Work completed.  Query re Height of trees.  Contractor to return and quote.  No more heard from Ben Rennison at the moment.
d. Police Surgery – Date to be fixed.  PCSO Laws not back at work until Easter.
e. Defibrillators – Update.  No more news.  Old school not owned by Broadacres, but by Alan Harrison of Girsby.
Porch House.  Brian Phillips said that this may be his fault.  No reason why Hambleton should apologise, and nothing official went out.  The planning office has been dealing with the agent.  This was an application that would normally be turned down straightaway, but when he spoke to the planning officer there had been an offer.  The application could have been turned down, but was going to the planning committee with a recommendation for approval.  NYCC Highways happy with access.
