Minutes of Last Meeting
Approval of minutes of last meeting on 19/07/23. 
M. Stokes and C. Cook approved the minutes as a true record.
Matters arising from previous minutes

a. Co-Opting Ken Murray
The Parish Council Co-opted K. Murray to represent Maunby. The Chairman welcomed him to the Parish Council and the Clerk will return the forms to NYC, Monitoring Officer at Stone Cross. 

b. VAS Signs
The councillors agreed the VAS sign located in the middle of South Otterington A167 is not as effective as when located at the north and south entrance into the village. The council agreed to move the sign to the north side on the A167.

The Chairman will arrange relocating the sign. Going forward, the councillors decided to move the signs each month.

c. Benches on Maunby Village Green
The quoits team are continuing to use the benches and are leaving them on the village green, this concerns the Parish Council as they do not wish the quoits team to be liable should an incident occur. M. Stokes has gathered some prices for new benches in the same style as the ones already used. Maunby residents rejected the Parish Councils offer of purchasing new benches as they do not want the benches permanently fixed to the ground, which would be a condition imposed by the Parish Council. As it stands the Parish Council do not own the benches used by the quoits team and they are not included on the insurance or the Parish Councils safety checks. 

K. Murray has made an enquiry with the quoits league for clarity on their own insurance unfortunately, it is taking longer than expected as the guy is on annual leave. The Parish Council are keen to impose a deadline for action as this matter is still not resolved.   
Correspondence for consideration

a. Parish Council Police report
The police report was received and circulated to the Parish Councillors. It revealed two auto thefts, no details were given on the report but the Parish Councillors had heard about it from the residents within the parish. Our Parish PCSO has left the force.
b. Preventing Parking on Double Yellow Lines Outside South Otterington Pub and Double Yellow Lines Along Station Road, South Otterington
A number of residents are concerned over the continual parking on double yellow lines outside the Otterington Shorthorn. This has a dramatic effect on visibility when pulling out of the crossroads from Thornton-le-Moor. The Parish Council would like the yellow lines extended along Station Road.
The Parish Council considered asking the pub owner if he would mind mentioning illegal parking to his regular customers. 

The Council advised the Clerk to inform the police and highways of the illegal parking and enquire if it is possible to extend the yellow lines.

c. Discuss 40mph signs beyond the existing 30mph signs on the A167
The VAS signs have slightly improved the speed of traffic travelling through South Otterington along the A167 however, the traffic is taking too long to slow down as it enters the village and is travelling too fast well into the village. 

The Parish Council agreed to advise the Clerk to contact highways and ask them to consider introducing a short 40mph speed limit prior to the existing 30mph. 

d. Bus Shelter opposite ‘The Otterington Shorthorn’
A Parish Councillor asked the council to consider the possibility of installing some form of bus shelter at the bus stop opposite the Otterington Shorthorn at South Otterington.
The Council agreed and advised the Clerk to make enquires with NYC to establish the procedure for erecting a bus shelter.

c. Bank Mandate

Any Other Business requiring urgent consideration

a. Communication with PGL – David Brown
Residents have reported a massive reduction in the noise level as the summer camp has replaced the school visits, however, they did report that a game of rounders was played on a Sunday.

The Parish Councillors informed David about the positive feedback they have heard from residents in the community that attended the PGL Community Open Day on 22nd July. They enjoyed trying out the activities and said the staff were very helpful.

b. Condition of Parish Benches
The Councillors discussed some necessary maintenance required to fix a couple of the Parish benches. They wondered if it would be beneficial to replace the benches and plaques rather than attempt to fix old benches. There are 11 Parish benches in total.

Summary of the state of the Parish benches:
2 x Maunby Millennium Benches – both becoming unsecure from the base fixture.

3 x benches in Newby Wiske, the one opposite the water pump has a spilt lower plank.

4 x benches in South Otterington – the benches left leg in the corner of church green is becoming unsecure from the base fixture
2 x benches in Little Otterington, the middle support plank is broken on the bench near the post box.
