a. Retrospective application for temporary permission for storage container, fencing and change of use of land for storage of building materials and earth mounding. OS Field 7434 South Otterington, North Yorkshire. ZB24/01836/FUL.

Any Other Business requiring urgent consideration

a. Electric Charging

The Parish Council considered an offer from a company that installed electric charging points. The Parish Council didn’t think it was a very good offer and dismissed it.
b. NYC Update by Cllr A. Wilkinson
In her absences Cllr A. Wilkinson informed the Clerk that she is still trying to arrange a meeting with PGL and Planning.
c. Communication with PGL – Ross Hocking / Coaches Arriving/Leaving PGL Outside Allocated Slot and Responses from Enforcement 
Ross advised they only have three weeks left before the season ends. During half term week (next week) their guests include Brownie and Girl Guards etc.

Residents questioned Ross about a number of coaches that were seen leaving the site after hours. 

d. Cherry Tree on Little Otterington Green

A resident whose house backs onto the Cherry tree requested that it be trimmed as it has grown a lot this season and is blocking the daylight into their dwelling.
The Parish Council suggested he cut any branches that overhung in the garden and Ross kindly suggested that PGL’s tree surgery take a look.
