Matters Arising from Previous Minutes

a. VAS Signs
The VAS sign was relocated on the A167 north entrance, the Council decided to turn it round to monitor traffic leaving the village. A VAS will also be located in the middle of South Otterington. 
D. Gillson has yet to download and analyse the data from the VAS signs. It would be useful to have the data as residents along the A167 in South Otterington are complaining about the speed of traffic passing through the village. 

The Parish Council are closely watching the development of the 20’s Plenty Campaign to reduce many urban speed limits from 30mph to 20mph and the talks of reducing some national speed limit. 

b. Double Yellow Lines at South Otterington Crossroads
The Clerk sent Highways and the police an email regarding parked cars on the double yellow lines around the pub in South Otterington. The police responded saying it is up to Highways. The Clerk is waiting for a response from Highways.
c. Introducing a 40mph Zone Prior to the Existing 30mph Along A167
The Clerk send Highways an email requesting introducing a 40mph zone prior to the 30mph zone entering South Otterington. Highways have not replied however, the Parish Council will be interested to watch the developments of the 20’s Plenty Campaign.

The majority of the speeding traffic happens before and after peak rush hour.

d. Erecting a Bus Shelter at South Otterington Bus Stop
NYC sent the Clerk information on the rules of erecting a bus shelter. The Parish Council considered the cost involved and the complexity of the rules to install it and the cost to maintain it, they decided by vote not to pursue this matter.

b. Money received - None
c. Parish Council Budget
The Chairman asked the Councillors to think about items to include in the budget. The end of December is the deadline for the Parish Council to set the precept for the year 2024/2025. 

The Council decided that new benches should be purchased to replace the two Millenium benches at Maunby that are 23 years old and have become worn. M. Stokes has obtained a couple of quotes from local suppliers of about £300 each. The Parish Council instructed M. Stokes to purchase the benches. The other Parish benches can be repaired by volunteers.

The school water pump at Newby Wiske should be restored however, it is thought the feature is grade II listed so the Council instructed the Clerk to contact NYC to establish what could be done to it. 

These could be funded from the existing infrastructure levy money. Put on the next agenda.
d. Bank Mandate and Bank Statements
The former Clerk has established that a marker was placed on the bank account and that it is the reason we are no longer receiving statements. The bank advised the Parish Council to send a letter to the bank instructing them to remove the marker and to change the contact address. Once this is done, we should be able to add signatures as agreed in last November’s meeting. 
Any Other Business Requiring Urgent Consideration

a. Communication with PGL

The Parish Council welcomed Ross Hocking who has taken over from David Brown as General Manager at the Newby Wiske site.
Newby Wiske residents made the following comments:

· The residents of Newby Wiske informed Ross that one of the instructors at PGL has been nicknamed squeal as he encourages the kids to make as much noise as possible. The noise is unbearable at times and Ross said he would look into it.
· The NYC enforcement officer had a meeting in July just after they had a meeting with PGL. The villagers thought this was to their disadvantage. 

· Coaches are still accessing the site via South Otterington, as someone noticed on Sunday.

· There has been a number of near misses between vehicles passing on the bend. Villagers think they underestimate the 90-degree bend in the road in Newby Wiske. During the summer some younger drivers were visiting the site and their lack of driving experience was very apparent.  
· A van has been parking opposite the entrance to Parklands making turning in and out of the driveway difficult, the van is thought to be connected to PGL.

Ross advised the villagers to continue to communicate using the company email.

b. Quoits Benches

K. Murray has not received a reply from his enquiry to the Quoits Legue about the siting of the benches so they removed them from Maunby village green.
