Minutes of the Parish Council meeting held virtually at 7.30pm on Thursday 21st January 2021

Following Keith Holliday’s resignation as a Parish Councillor representing Maunby, an email was sent to Hambleton District Council.  Currently waiting for a reply before we can move forward and recruit another councillor.

Minutes of Last Meeting
Approval of minutes of last meeting on 18/11/2020

Councillors approved minutes as everything had being dealt with. 

Matters arising from previous minutes

a. Speed Assessment Report (Maunby)

Ken has received the speed report. The results reveal that traffic travelling in both directions is on average 21mph and 26 mph in the 60 mph speed limit. The national speed limit for Maunby is 60mph not 30mph. These results are considered quite acceptable to the assessors and no further action is considered necessary. 

b. AJ1 Traffic Safety Scheme (Update)

Celia updated councillors on the latest developments regarding the scheme. 

Committee

They are now 4 members that form the road safety committee as 2 resigned. Each member is busy working with the various different agencies to bring the scheme together. 

Changes

Various changes have had to be made to the initial plans as the terms and conditions of the grant agreement requires us to deliver our project in line with all NYCC guidance, including locations and equipment for the VAS, and signage in accordance with the TSRGD (traffic Signs Regulations and General Direction).    

Vehicle Activated Speed sign (VAS)

Any Parish Council is only allowed one set of VAS, we have ordered two and they will be rotated between South Otterington and Newby Wiske.  (Not Maunby as the national speed limit is 60mph) 

Two posts will be located either end of South Otterington on the A167 (one near the footbridge outside Parlours and the other near “Peggys”) the VAS signs have to be positioned a minimum of 75 meters from the speed limit sign, this stipulation therefore does not allow us to put one up on the approach to the village from Thornton le Moor. We were also advised not to put one up along the Avenue while the speed limit is 30mph. A third post will be positioned in Newby Wiske on the left-hand side just after the village sign down the hill from Metcalfe’s farm on the approach into the village from Wallaby. We were advised not to put one up at the other end of the village, as it would serve no purpose, due to the fact vehicles have to slow down because of the sharp bend into the village and the T-junction. The timescale of this is around the beginning of April but delays are expected due to brexit and covid.   

Living Wall

The size and location of the living wall has been amended for two reasons, most importantly for the safety of the school children that will maintain it. Secondly to ensure that it is located at a point where it will do its primary job to offset carbon emitted from vehicles travelling along the Avenue.

The wall will now be erected on the village green, near the vicarage wall approx. 1m off the footpath. The wall itself will be placed at a slight angle and will measure 1m high and 3m long. It will be set back far enough to ensure that it does not block the view of drivers exiting the green. We have a provisional installation date of 22nd March 2021 for the wall to be built.  

Speed limit along the Avenue

NYCC Highways will not allow us to put up an advisory 20mph school safety zone along the Avenue because the speeds are not enforceable. We have applied for a 20mph national speed limit/zone instead due to long term and ongoing concerns about speeding vehicles off the A167 continuing past the school and church. 

Children’s artwork signage is only allowed if we meet certain criteria in the TSRGD and this won’t be confirmed until we hear back from Highways regarding our application for the 20mph speed limit/zone. 

Yellow Lines

Highways rejected the idea of extending yellow lines from the school down the hill towards Newby Wiske giving the reason that it would only move the issue to another location. 
Funding

Cllr Bob Baker offered £3500 funding towards the scheme. This will be used to purchase posts etc.   Celia and Cllr Bob Baker are working together to get this in place. 

Correspondence for consideration

a. Parish Council Police Report

Three incidents of anti- social behaviour were reported for the time period 15th Dec 2020 – 21st Jan 2021. 

Iain informed councillors that the police report contained warnings of recent scams. This included over 400 reports about emails promoting Bitcoin investment and several reports of phone calls from individuals claiming to be police officers. 

The report includes an update from the police called Operation Bridget which involves the police patrolling the area and offering advise to residents on ways to prevent burglaries and theft. They carried out patrols on 20th Nov 2020 in South Otterington and in Maunby on 2nd Dec 2020. Future patrols are planned. 

b. Open Letter from Chairman NALC

Iain informed the councillors that he had read the letter and it didn’t contain anything of significant importance to discuss. 

Miscellaneous Correspondence for noting –

Planning Matters – New Planning Applications

a. Ash T1 – reduce off building up to 2m for clearance to avoid damage to dwellings following proper pruning techniques no wound larger than 50mm in diameter, remove deadwood major branches. Land North Of Mayfield and East Of Orchard House, South Otterington. Searight.
The application was discussed and Keith thought they are just cutting off low branches in preparation for 2 dwellings to be built on this site. No objections. 

b. Change of use of land to create domestic garden and new access drive. Construction of single storey extensions with alterations to roof structure. Home Farm, Newby Wiske DL7 9HB. Mr Jake Richardson
As it is on their own property and out of main view no objections were raised. 
c. Single Storey Extension to Garage to incorporate space for office and gym area link flat roof from existing main house. Rock Cottage, South Otterington, DL7 9HG. Mr and Mrs Hanson
The proposed application is out of sight and not blocking neighbouring properties, the councillors have no objections.  

d. Variation of Planning Application Reference Number: 20/00067/REM- Application for approval of reserved matters (considering access, appearance, landscaping, layout and scale) for Plot 2 following outline approval ref: 17/02114/OUT (Outline planning application for two dwellings with all matters reserved) as amended by plans received by Hambleton District Council on 27 February 2020. OS Field 3146 Maunby, North Yorkshire. Mr and Mrs J Van Huet. 
Ken is aware of an objection put in by a resident regarding a window; it is unclear exactly what the problem is however the councillors are happy for this application to go ahead. 

Planning Matters – Granted – 

a. Outline application for construction of 2 dwellings with access to be considered (all other matters reserved) as per amended plans received by Hambleton District Council on 13th August 2020. Land North Of Mayfield and East of Orchard House, South Otterington. Mr and Mrs Mark and Serena Searight. 
There are some concerns amongst the councillors over the potential loss of some of the trees on this site. If a tree has a TPO it cannot be felled. Cllr Brain Phillips commented that the idea was to keep as many trees as possible. 

It is also unclear where the entrances to access the two dwellings will be located. It is thought that one will be along the Avenue and the other at Mayfield corner. 

b. Outline application with some matters reserved for residential development of 5No. dwellings with access from Stainthorpe Row. OS Field 7434 South Otterington. NYC Estates Ltd.
No objections to this application.

c. Buck Inn Pub, Maunby to become a community Asset
At present The Buck Inn is still up for sale and could potentially be granted change of use. The District Council awarded it Asset of Community. The next step is it going to planning consultation where a decision will be made.  The local community is still in full support in keeping the village pub.

Any Other Business requiring urgent consideration

a. Public Attending Virtual Parish Meetings

D) Ensure they don’t speak while attending, as this will disrupt the sound.  E) If there is a reason why a member of the public wants to attend, i.e. they want to hear a planning application etc, it could be discussed with a councillor over the phone away from the meeting.  F) Information about this could be posted on the Parish Facebook page.      

b. Grit Bin for Maunby

A Maunby resident on the green has requested another salt bin. Keith is contacting Highways to request one. 
c. Maunby Village Green sign

The sign is in need of repairing. Keith will attempt to repair the sign.
d. Hole Appeared on Maunby Village Green
After Highways drained water from the village green a hole appeared. Keith put his own signage around the hole and informed Highways by email. He has sent three emails in total and is still waiting for a reply, as he would like his signage returned.  Cllr Bob Baker offered to chase this up.

e. Vanessa’ email

Vanessa informed councillors that she has received an email that appeared to be from Iain Glover (Parish Chair) Even when Vanessa blocked it she still received a reply. It would appear that someone has a list of Parish Councillors contact details and this is a scam. Everyone is now aware of this.

f. Christmas Tree – South Otterington Opposite Pub

Councillors remarked how well the tree looked over the festive period and was noticed by everyone. 

g. David Dwerryhouse

Councillors expressed sadness on the passing of David. It was decided that the Clerk sends the family a letter of condolence.
