Minutes of Last Meeting
Approval of minutes of last meeting on 23/01/2019

Matters arising from previous minutes

a. Newby Wiske Hall – The application for Leave to Appeal against refusal of permission for a Judicial Review has been refused.   Parish Council to ensure that all planning conditions are met during development.

b. Letter from David Stockport re the footpath in the grounds of Newby Wiske Hall, together with copy letter from NYCC.  Responses by 31 January 2020. - The application to keep the footpath open is still ongoing. The final decision date is unknown. David told everyone that a barricade had being put up to keep people out. Two contractors vans and a marked police car had been parked outside the entrance while the work was undertaken.  Keith Bowe advised everyone not to break the law re Newby Wiske Hall.
c. Community Infrastructure Levy – A joiner is scheduled to assess the village pump in Newby Wiske as it is Grade II Listed, with a view to restoring it. 

d. Letter from Mr & Mrs K Bowe re footpath safety issues for wheelchair users in relation to River Wiske Bridge, South Otterington./Newby Wiske. – Response from NYCC Highways Dept.  Basically they are not prepared to widen the footpath but will fill potholes with tarmac. 

e. Application for consideration to use village green for Quoits – Ian, Keith and Ken have agreed that Maunby green is a suitable location. They are doing a survey and asking local residents opinion. So far there has been no negative feedback. 
f. Speed Limit at Maunby – NYCC Highways response was that Maunby does not fall into the category to warrant reducing the speed limit.  

g. Provisional appointment of new Parish Clerk – Debbie Robson has taken on the role. 

Correspondence for consideration

a. Parish Council Police Report – Police attendance at meetings – a police officer attended tonight’s meeting. He advised that the team of officers had shrunk and also they didn’t think the parish needed the police at every meeting. He reported that they are working closely with the council on fly tipping, which is their main topic at the moment. 

b. Meeting with Kevin Hollinrake – 20th March 2020 – this has being brought forward to the 6th March. Report at next month meeting. 

c. Tree Preservation Order opposite The Shorthorn, South Otterington- HDC has received an application for a TPO regarding these trees. Someone from the Planning Dept has inspected these trees and expressed the view that they are well maintained by the Parish Council and do not need a TPO to be issued. 

d. Justin Forrester – Willing to give free well-being talk – The offer was warmly received. 

Natwest have a customer adviser who is able to come out and give talks to interested groups about scams etc. Decided this would be appropriate for the neighbourhood watch team. 

e. Emergency Flooding Information - this information seems to have come too late however sand bags are available and there is a 24h help line. Celia will put this information in the community news. 

f. Dog fouling – There has been a number of complaints about dog foul left in bags around the villages. Keith reminded everyone that it is an offence to do this. Little else can be done, as dog foul bins are already located around the villages.  

Miscellaneous Correspondence for noting – Hambleton and Richmond Rural Transport are holding a meeting at 2pm on 19th March. Comments at tonight’s meeting included buses times not good and nobody uses the buses. Keith will attend the meeting if he can to represent the parish.
