Matters Arising from Previous Minutes

a. VAS Signs
The Chairman has downloaded the data but was unable to open and analyse it. It was agreed that K. Murray would try and analyse it. 

The council agreed that turning the VAS sign located A167 north in South Otterington to face the opposite direction would not be beneficial so they decided to leave it and move the other sign to Newby Wiske.   

Clerk to send K. Murray the data to analyse, he will need to download the software first.
The Parish Council will share the data with the public should they wish to view it.

From observations it appears that the majority of traffic has slowly down when they reach the middle of the village. The signs do not record vehicles over a certain size and weight. It is recording around 1500 vehicles passing through the village a day.
Going forward, we need to identify where there is a speeding problem.

b. Maintenance of Parish Council Benches
At the last meeting it was agreed that M. Stokes would purchase two benches to replace the worn benches at Maunby green and war memorial. M. Stokes Still to action.

c. Defibrillator Demonstration

c. Consider Quotes to Restore the Water Pump in Newby Wiske

Any Other Business Requiring Urgent Consideration

a. Communication with PGL
PGL have spent time chatting to the coach drivers in an effort to pinpoint problems they encounter entering the site. They have improved the information they give the coach drivers by making the map clearer. They have adequate signage on exiting the site instructing traffic to turn left. PGL can not make drivers do as they ask. They have highlighted communication can get lost if there is a last-minute change of driver. PGL have also instructed drivers to turn left as they leave. If residents notice drivers leaving the site the wrong way it is best to let PGL know straight away so they can identify the coach. PGL will do there best to sort out this issue.
The site is at half capacity and the season will close mid-November.
PGL offered to look into been able to assist with cost of the restoration of the Water Pump in Newby Wiske.
