Any Other Business requiring urgent consideration
Vanessa Gillson told the meeting that the telephone box in South Otterington is now on the ‘To be removed list’.  It has been de-commissioned, and will be removed in the next eighteen months.
Celia Newton asked to arrange a date to tidy the footpath from Little Otterington to the main road, via Peggy Thompson’s field.  Ben Rennison will give some woodchip.  Public footpath in Maunby all done.  
Reported that the footpath sign laid down in the grass verge at Maunby junction.  
Iain Glover asked the Parish Council to agree to write to Kevin Hollinrake MP to ask him for a meeting with Iain, in order to ask Mr Hollinrake to call for a public enquiry into the way that Julia Mulligan has handled the finances in relation to Newby Wiske Hall. 

Keith Bowe told the meeting that information obtained as a result of a Freedom of Information request by Donna James, showed that the running costs for Newby Wiske Hall since the police vacated the premises was £467,000 up to end of October 2019.  Now, the sum will be nearer to half a million pounds.
David Stockport and Donna James of the Newby Wiske Hall Action Group have a meeting arranged with the new Chief Exec of the Police, Fire & Crime Commissioner’s Office on 13th Feb.
Celia Newton:  Raised the question of possibly siting ‘advisory’ 20 mph speed limit signs near school.  Agreed to ask advice from Bob Baker at next meeting.
