Matters Arising from Previous Minutes

a. Lovell Housing Development on ‘Peggy’s Field’

Issues to Neighbouring Properties from Building Works
Residents living close to the entrance of the development site on Peggy’s Field have encountered the following issues since work has started on the site.

· The digging machinery has carried mud from the site onto the road, making it slippery and hazardous. 

· Serous vibration experienced in residents house to the extend that dishes were falling off their dresser.

· Hardstanding laid to enable machinery to be driven and is within inches of resident’s house.

· A hole dug with the intent of finding electrical cables even though they are located at the front.
· Major issues with the drainage of water.
The issues were discussed and it was decided that the residents should contact the Local Flood Line, Environmental Agency, H&S and NYC Planning for further help and guidance.  

Footpath 10.136/1/1 Diversion Order 
This is ongoing.

Naming of the New Housing Development 
The residents and Parish Council would like ‘Peggy’ to be included in the name of the new housing devolvement, however, the current NYC ruling is that a name cannot be used if the person is in living memory, which Peggy is. 

This is ongoing and NYC Cllr. A. Wilkinson is dealing with it.
b. Blocked Drain on South Otterington Side of Newby Wiske Bridge
The Highway Officer has now attended this site with a high pressure jetter and the drain was cleared as was the mud on the road to a large extent.  However, whilst they were able to clean the connecting line when the gully itself was jetted it did highlight that there may be some obstruction that needs further investigation.  Highways will arrange for these investigations to be carried out as soon as they have the available resource but in the short term the work carried out should have improved matters on site.

a. NYC Annabel Wilkinson Update
PGL

NYC are currently waiting to receive a new draft noise management plan. Two Planning Officers attended a site visit at PGL.
Small Parish Councils

As part of the development of the Localities service there will be a Parish Liaison and Local Devolution Team.  At least 30 Parish Councils are looking to source a solution to publish their papers etc.
b. Communication with PGL
Ross thanked David for attending the last Parish Council meeting in his absence. 
PGL are quite busy on the weeks either side of half term. During half term they sell a different experience. The season will peak up to July and they have recruited 20 new staff, taking the total to 90. These new staff will need full training as they are completely new to PGL.

PGL have assigned one team member on the gate in an effort to smooth the arrival and exit of coaches.

PGL apologised for one very early departure at 1am for a coach transporting international guests. 

One resident raised concerns over coaches passing through South Otterington while contractors work on Peggys Field. The main concern is contractors vehicles turning, although, PGL traffic is supposed to enter and exit via Warlaby.

One resident raised a question saying last season the kids were quite between 5pm and 7pm while they ate their tea, that has not happened this year.

c. Maunby Quoits 
Last year there was some discussion whether the two mobile picnic benches were covered on the Parish Council insurance. After further investigation by the Maunby village fund it would appear that the Maunby quoits pitches are not insured by the quoits league.  On the basis that the PC insurance doesn’t seem to cover items not fixed in place or owned by the PC, then it would seem that there has been no third-party liability in place.  The Maunby village fund has therefore decided to take out its own annual liability insurance which will cover the quoits pitches and any social events that are held on the green. The mobile picnic benches will be covered on this insurance and they will be moved around the green when necessary.  
d. The Avenue Footpath  
The landowner was asked to trim the foot path along the Avenue, this has not been done yet.
Clerk to ask C. Newton and chase up.

e. Broadband/Fibre Optic
NYC Cllr A. Wilkinson is looking into the possibility of our Parish getting fibre optic broadband.
