Minutes of Last Meeting
Approval of minutes of last meeting on 18/10/23 by E. Branson-Burke and K. Murray.  

Matters arising from previous minutes

a. VAS Signs
K. Murray has analysed the data retrieved last month, there are several ways the data can be broken down and viewed. Between 8am – 8pm the average speed was 30mph, it is worth noting that the statistic is formed by vehicles travelling as low as 10mph and as high as 50 and 60mph.   
On Monday 11th September 2023 the volume of traffic doubled, the Councillors thought this was due to a local road closure. 

The top speed of traffic recorded was 80mph and 1070 vehicles passed through the village in one day. (large vehicles are not recorded) 

The data recorded can be broken down several ways and the Parish Council need to decide how to use and view the data that will be the most useful.

The 30mph signs on the A167 entering South Otterington from the north have been replaced as they were fading.

b. Maintenance of Parish Council Benches
No further progress made on maintaining the benches and purchasing new benches to replace the two worn benches at Maunby.

b. Request by the Church to Install Mains Water and Sewerage Pipes along the Gravel Path from the Church Gate to the Road
The church seek permission to dig a trench from the church gate to the road along the gravel path against the wall. The trench is necessary to allow the church to lay pipes connecting to mains water and sewerage. The Councillors support the request.

Planning Matters – New Planning Applications

a. Approval of reserved matters considering appearance, landscaping, layout and scale following outline approval 21/03043/OUT. Porch House, South Otterington, Northallerton. 23/00392/REM
NYC was unable to allow the Parish Council an extended response date and the application has since been granted. The Parish Council did not have any objections to the application.

Planning Matters arising from previous minutes

a. Review of Planning Application to Build Dwellings on Parlours site
A representative presented the revised plans to build dwellings on Parlours site. The new plan has decreased the number of dwellings from 14 to 13 and comprises of 1 x one bed bungalow, 6 x two bed semis, 2 x three bed semis, 1 x three bed detached house, 2 x three bed detached houses and 1 x five bed detached house with a garage. The new layout will include more open space. All the dwellings will include solar panels and air source pump heating.  

The representative showed the Parish Councillors the plans and a copy was given to and retained by the Clerk should anybody wish to see them.

e. Budget/Setting the Precept for 2024/25
The Councillors considered the predicted budget of spending to be £8985.65 with an income of £6803.45 a difference of £1982.21. With a healthy bank account and a decent sum of VAT to reclaim the Councillors decided to set the precept for the same amount of £6,800 for 2024/25.

Any Other Business Requiring Urgent Consideration

a. Communication with PGL
Ross said the season finished a week ago and the next guests will arrive mid-February.

PGL are utilizing this time to iron out any teething troubles encountered from opening a new site, training staff and making improvements to the décor.  

PGL are working on tweaking internal issues on bus arrivals, an issue raised several times by the community.

Staff and guests that are lost are repeatedly turning in a nearby farm driveway in Newby Wiske or the last house in Maunby, as they struggle to find the entrance to the PGL site. 

Following the success of the PGL open day held in July 2023 for local people, they plan to repeat it again next year.  

The fenced off public footpath at the front of the site is still open to the public.
