Matters arising from previous minutes

a. AJ1 Road Safety Scheme (update inc MVAS signs and living wall)
The MVAS signs are in place and are operating in Newby Wiske and South Otterington. The chairman has got a supply of spare batteries. The chairman commented that he thought the signs in Newby Wiske had made a difference to the speed of traffic entering the village. 
Approximately every 12 weeks the signs will be moved alternating location and direction between the 4 posts that have been sited around the two villages.
C. Newton is waiting to receive a link to access the data collected by the signs. The system requires Bluetooth and Microsoft.
Clerk to check parish laptop is capable of operating Bluetooth.

b. Restructure of Local Council (Update)

Bob Baker gave a brief update to councillors. 
Exec accepted report on local councillors, they recommend 89 new councillors. This has gone to the government for approval. As previously suggested, this will still mean Newby Wiske and South Otterington will be with Morton on Swale. Kirby Wiske will be with Thirsk. Thornton – le – Moor and Thornton – le – Street will join Bagby and most of the Whitehorse ward. This will give an average of 5400 population per councillor.

The new council will start to form next year after the elections in May. They will serve for 5 years. The first year will be forming a unity.
More updates to follow as more details are revealed. 

c. Approval of Parish Council Polices Code of Conduct (update)

d. Methodist Church, Maunby (future of building now the church is closed for worship)

The building is up for sale. As previously decided the parish council are not interested in purchasing the building as a future legacy.
