Minutes of Last Meeting

Matters Arising from Previous Minutes

a. Peggy’s Field Development 
The development is ongoing and they are still encountering drainage problems such as a water table and collapsed drain. Building work will not start until these issues are resolved. 

A neighbouring resident to the site commented that bright lights are shining into her windows.
· Electricity Sub Station
There may be an addition of an electrical power substation on the site of the former ‘End House’s garage. The Parish Council are unsure if this requires planning permission and currently nothing new is showing on the NYC planning portal.

Clerk to request an update about the power substation from NYC Planning.   

· Public Footpath 10.136/1/1 South Otterington (Peggy’s Field) Diversion Order Final Consultation 
The Parish Council considered the consultation and agreed it was acceptable.

b. Maintenance 
Benches

The contractor is busy but will do them when he can.
Newby Wiske Water Pump

The joiner has removed the pump and taken it to his workshop. He commented that it is in terrible condition, he will restore it with birch wood. When restored it will not be a working pump as it will not be connected to mains water.

It will be painted the same colour brown.
Parish Council Village Defibrillators 
The charity that installed the defibs originally made an agreement with the Parish Council that the maintenance costs would be paid for by the Parish Council. In the five years since the defibs were installed the charity has not raised an invoice for any maintenance costs. It has only come to light because we raised the matter with the charity and now, they realise they have spent £1575 on maintenance over the five-year period. The Parish Council have agreed to pay the cost and going forward will ensure the defib maintenance is included in the budget.

Ross from PGL offered to provide defib training.   
Correspondence for consideration

a. Parish Council Police report
The police report revealed two crimes one violence against the person and one burglary commercial/other. No details were provided.  
b. Sewage Pumping Station - Newby Wiske
The collapsed pipe at Newby Wiske has seen a tanker continuingly emptying the tank/pipes at the sewage works at Newby Wiske and emptying the load at the sewerage works on Boroughbridge roundabout, Romanby. The parked tanker and noise have caused distress and safety concerns to the residents of Newby Wiske and the Parish Council. The repair was estimated to take up to three weeks but fortunately, has been completed early.

Any Other Business requiring urgent consideration

a. NYC Cllr A. Wilkinson Update – Not present.
b. Communication with PGL – Ross Hocking (including NMP and Coach Drivers Rest Breaks)

Ross informed the Parish Council that it is approaching the end of their season when PGL switch to ‘kids camp’ which will run during the summer holidays. The number of guests is dramatically reduced and PGL will be guest free for a week at the end of August. 
Comments from the members of public included:
· A member of the public played a recording taken on 28th June at 7.30pm which clearly recorded the level of noise of the children on site outside. The recording was taken in a garden of a neighbouring property of PGL.

Previously children have been inside for 2 hours from 5.30pm – 7.30pm while they had tea however, this seems to have stopped and there is no longer a break from the constant noise.
· A resident of Newby Wiske commented that she heard a child arguing with a member of staff about coming inside at 9.30pm when asked. This comment made the resident question how much control PGL has over the children and what policies they have in place. On the other hand, it appears that children can be managed when they have been aware of noise monitoring devices taking recordings.
Ross advised residents to complain by the proper method of either phone, email or by ringing the doorbell at the entrance gate house.

· The issue of parked coaches in the village whilst the drivers take a rest break is still occurring and causing problems for residents of Newby Wiske. A Parish Councillor questioned why there is not enough parking on site and whether PGL should have factored this in when compiling a business plan. 
· Residents are still hearing chanting and singing from the children. Ross insisted PGL Newby Hall have trained their staff to discourage the children from doing this. The residents disagree and claim to have heard children chanting and singing as late as 10pm. One resident commented that her dog is frightened to walk past the site as it does not like the noise.
· Residents are worried about the size of the coaches passing other traffic whilst driving through the villages of Newby Wiske and South Otterington.
· The Parish Council closed the discussion commenting that PGL should check the NYC website for updates of any road closures which may affect coaches entering or departing the site. They also urged Ross to be more aware of time restrictions because when asked, he could not give a defiant answer. The Parish Council would like the site manged better and the community’s comments taken on board. They think PGL have failed to put an adequate business plan together. 
c. Parking on Church Green, South Otterington

There has recently been an increase of vehicles parking overnight on Church village green, South Otterington. The Parish Council are uncertain of the legislation of displaying ‘no parking’ signs.

Clerk to seek advice from YLCA.

d. Communication of Events Held at St Andrew’s, South Otterington

Due to the poor parking facilities of South Otterington and the problems it causes even for a short time such as school drop off/pick up and special services at the church such as weddings, funerals and christenings. The Parish Council wondered if it would be possible for the church to give the Parish Council notification of any such events.

Clerk to ask the Church if they can give prior notice of events held at the church.
