Minutes of Last Meeting
Approval of minutes of last meeting on 22/04/21 by M. Harland and K. Bowe.  

Matters arising from previous minutes

a. AJ1 Road Safety Scheme (update inc MVAS signs, living wall, speed limit outside church/school
In C. Newton’s absent Vice Chairman K Bowe gave an update on the project.
C. Newton has received the information requested from the Freedom of Information act on which local schools in the Hambleton area have 20mph speed limit. However, the councillors thought the information was unsatisfactory. 
C. Newton has received unkind comments online from residents not understanding the purpose of the living wall. This is very disappointing and upsetting for C. Newton who has put a lot of time and effort into gaining the funding for the benefit of our parish.

The living wall needs a rectangle shaped water tank installing and the watering system working before responsibility for the wall is handed over to the school. The neighbour living opposite the wall is pleased with the wall and has been watering the plants. The PC are pleased as the wall is prominently visible from their property and they will be looking at it the most.
b. Hole appeared on Maunby Village Green

Waiting for highways to respond to email sent on 1st May 2021.
Clerk to resend and include Cllr Baker as CC.

c. Footpath between South Otterington and Thornton le Moor

Not much progress made from last meeting. The resident from TLM has wrote to Kevin Hollindrake MP inviting him to view the site of the proposed footpath. K. Hollindrake has contacted highways. Ongoing but not much progress.

d. Duke of Edinburgh Volunteers

K. Bowe is in the process of repairing some of the benches before the volunteers start to paint them. 

Put on next months agenda to monitor progress. 

e. Parish Council Borrowing for Purchase of Community Pub (Buck Inn)

Caroline and Andy Pond from the Maunby Action Group (MAG) joined the meeting as members of the public. The Chairman gave them the opportunity to talk and they spoke in length about how let down and disappointed they felt by the lack of support and encouragement they received by the local district Councillor and the way HDC Planning dept reached their decision. MAG is acting on the advice given by a consultant, Pub in the Hub who listened to the meeting by phone.  
The action group would like the process of granting the planning application repeated to highlight any issue they may have missed that could affect the decision made. 
MAG is looking into some other funding that may be available soon. 

Parish council agreed to write a letter of support of the complaint to HDC once provided with details.

PC open to the idea of purchasing the pub provided it has the support of the parishioners and makes financial sense. More work needs to be done before reaching a decision.
Put on agenda for next month’s meeting for update.

f. The River Wiske – Mike Furness

Mike had organised a meeting with Environmental agency which some members of the PC also attended. Feedback from the meeting suggested that for all they found it enjoyable and interesting the outcome seemed to be that they only dreg as a last resort and there isn’t any funding to cover the cost anyway. There was an option of cleaning out 10 metre stretches of the worst areas.  
Mike to continue to put pressure on Kevin Hollindrake MP.
g. David Dwerryhouse (Memorial seat)

For insurance purposes the councillors agreed to put down the base for the seat. Neil Dwerryhouse requested the seat be placed near the notice board, next to the church. 
Put on next month’s agenda for councillors to agree position. 

h. Email received dated 14th May 2021 from Mr & Mrs Watts

The email expressed their dissatisfaction of the response by the PC to their original email of complaint about one of the parish councillors. Councillors agreed that the clerk should reply directing Mr and Mrs Watts to the HDC website where they can view the parish Code of Conduct and follow the complaints procedure as they requested. 
Correspondence for consideration

a. Parish Council Police Report 21st April – 19th May 2021
Chairman informed councillors of the main points of the report. There are 2 reports of other crimes including drugs. The update advised that 35 suspected drink drivers have been arrested by NYCC police within a fortnight of beer gardens reopening. The police are pleading to everyone to be cautious during the easing of lockdown.
