Matters Arising from Previous Minutes

a. Co-opting Keith Bowe as Parish Councillor to Represent Newby Wiske
The Parish Council Co-opted K. Bowe, he completed the forms and the clerk will return them to Stone Cross.

b. Peggy’s Field Housing Development 
Neighbouring residents to the site raised issues following a site visit at their home from Lovell. Drainage continues to be a problem and they discussed several issues and proposals that the residents questioned NYC Cllr A. Wilkinson about.

NYC Cllr A. Wilkinson advised the residents to send her a detailed email explaining what was discussed and she will rise it with the planning authority at NYC.

c. Maunby Village – Clarification of Decisions & Defib Replacement Battery and Pads
The Parish Council confirmed the cost of replacing the defib battery/pads will come out of the Parish Council infrastructure levy fund. Each village defib was funded differently but all are maintained by the Parish Council.
K. Murray proposed a ‘village green’ policy document outlining standard rules for village green use to be followed by each village in the parish and all village greens. 

The Parish Council approved the document but advised the clerk asked YLCA before adopting it.  
Correspondence for consideration

a. Parish Council Police report – April & May 2024
The report revealed one dog bite and a thief of 22 cattle, no further details were given and members of the Parish Council had not heard anything locally.

a. Proposed Upgrade To Provide Enhanced Coverage and Capacity, and New 5G Coverage at Existing Radio Base Station Installation At CTIL 20772724, C&K Farnaby Turf/South Otterington Beacon, Stainthorpe Row, South Otterington, Northallerton, North Yorkshire, Dl7 9HX, NGR: E 437930 N 487497
The Parish Council discussed this proposal to install 5G at the existing site. The Parish Council concluded the site was situated more than 500 yards away from the dwellings in the village and do not object.

The Parish Council discussed the proposal and do not object. Clerk to notify NYC of decision. 
b. Application for Variation of Condition 2 (approved plans) following Grant of Planning ZB23/02501/FUL. To allow the repositioning of the approved dwelling on the site. Plane Tree House, Maunby, Thirsk, North Yorkshire. ZB24/01085/MRC.
The Parish Council discussed the proposal and do not object. They commented that the site is well away from other dwellings. Clerk to notify NYC of decision.
