Minutes of the Parish Council meeting held at 7.30pm on Thursday 17th June 2021at South Otterington village hall

Minutes of Last Meeting
Approval of minutes of last meeting on 20/05/2021 by K. Bowe and M. Harland.  

Matters arising from previous minutes

a. AJ1 Road Safety Scheme (update inc MVAS signs, living wall, speed limit outside church/school)
In her absence C. Newton provided an update via email that the chairman read out. 
C. Newton has replied to Stuart Grimston about the 20mph speed limit and asked him to reconsider their response. Stanley Lumley was copied in on the email but he is out the office until 28th June. The Road Safety Group (RSG) are not optimistic he will respond. With regards to the 20mph speed limit outside the school the RSG were considering the possibility of putting together a petition seeking support from locals and villagers and asked the PC if they would support this idea. 
C. Newton was advised from Darren Griffiths from highways that the installation of posts for the MVAS signs are delayed as they continue to work through the backlog of work left from Ringway when NY highways took over on 1st June. Darren will let C. Newton know the installation date.
SWARCO advised C. Newton that their supplier has dispatched the batteries on 7th June with an anticipated arrival date of 5th – 19th July, hopefully this will coincide with the installation of the posts. 

An engineer from SWARCO is available on Monday 12th July at 9.30am to undertake the training for the signs. Iain Glover and Keith Bowe volunteered to attend. V. Gillson expressed an interest but is unable to attend. 
Police Officer Kim Laws enquired if the parking outside the school had improved due to staggered drop off and pick up times introduced by the school to comply with Covid guidelines. Iain Glover and Keith Bowe had observed the drop off and collections at the school when they were working on the church green, their response was it hadn’t improved at all. They observed farm vehicles, wagons and other big vehicles having to mount the pavement in order to pass parked cars. The pavements are not that wide. Cars are not allowed to park on the area of the church green where the crate has been relayed. The number of cars coming to the school has not decreased. Parking at the school during drop off and pick up times is still a massive problem. 
Clerk to reply to C. Newton advising of the councillors support in doing a petition and confirming that Iain Glover and Keith Bowe will attend the training with her on the 12th July. 

b. Hole Appeared on Maunby Village Green (email received by Highways on 7th May)
Clerk to reply to highways and request them to sort this out as soon as possible. 

c. Footpath between South Otterington and Thornton le Moor (update)
This is ongoing, Keith Bowe informed the council that one resident has being in touch with Kevin Hollinrake again. They will continue to put pressure on but their response is they have no money to fund it.
d. Duke of Edinburgh Volunteers 
In her absence C. Newton provided an update via email that Iain Glover read out.

The two girls are going to design a mural, subject to committee agreement, to go on the back wall in the village hall.

They all helped out on the 22nd May doing a spring clean inside and out of the church, the church was extremely grateful for their help. 

The two boys have painted the timber of the living wall, which finished it off nicely. 
They are all going to help paint the benches in Newby Wiske and South Otterington. The wood stain (dark oak) has been purchased. Keith Bowe has kindly offered to repair the village benches as necessary at his house before the volunteer’s sand down and paint them. 

Councillors to email C. Newton with job ideas for the volunteers she is unsure how many hours work they have to fill but is confident that she has enough work for them. 

Put on next month’s agenda.

e. Parish Council Borrowing for Purchase of Community Pub (Buck Inn)
Councillors not optimistic the Maunby Action Group (MAG) stand a chance of purchasing the pub now The Buck Inn has had the name of the property changed to Raine House. 
MAG is submitting a formal complaint against HDC as they believe the proper process in granting the planning permission was not following.
Once the PC have read the letter of complaint the clerk will draft a letter supporting the complaint against HDC and forward it to MAG.

f. David Dwerryhouse (Memorial seat) 
Councillors agreed the seat should be positioned near the notice board facing the church on the corner entering Little Otterington, as requested by his family. It could take up to 12 weeks to complete.

g. Nominating a Parish Councillor to be a representative for YLCA
Put on agenda for next month as this meeting we do not have all councillors present. Clerk to resend email with log in details to I. Glover as he was unable to log in. 
Correspondence for consideration

a. Parish Council Police Report 19th May – 16th June 2021
This period no incidents were reported.
There is a write up about farmers and police warning of the devastating consequences of dog attacks on livestock. In addition, there was a write up about a motorcyclist dying in a three-vehicle collision on the 13th June 2021 on the A167 between Northallerton and Darlington.

Keith Bowe asked Kim Laws if the police held a register of house holds that had CTV on their premises. Kim advised that they do keep records. 

Iain Glover informed Kim that they had a small fire in a village waste bin (located at the top end of the village) that a resident put out with a bucket of water, the cause is unknown. It is likely that it was a cigarette butt.

Iain Glover informed Kim Laws that police cars with blue lights have travelled through Newby Wiske at speeds he estimated to be in excess of 70mph. The old cottages rattle as they wiz past. This is too fast for the village. 
Police officer Kim Laws to ask colleagues not to travel so fast through the village.

b. Recruitment of Parish Councillor for Maunby following PC Ken Johnston resigning 
Clerk has informed HDC of parish councillor K. Johnston resignation and has displayed the Notice of Vacancy on the notice boards as instructed by HDC. 

To gain new members the Parish Councillors have displayed notices on the notice boards and prior to his resignation K. Johnston posted flyers in every resident’s home in Maunby. They have spoken to residents on numerous occasions to spark interest in becoming a parish councillor and the response is the same - why bother.

The Chairman and Vice Chair went on to express their own frustrations of being a parish councillor. They feel very disheartened by the lack of support and acknowledgement received by HDC and highways. They have lost faith in the system that planning follows in reaching decisions. They feel their work and opinion is ignored, not valued or taken with any clout. The work of the parish councillor is done voluntary in their own time. Councillor’s question what is the aim and work of the parish councillor? They talked at length using examples of poor planning decisions made by HDC where the PC have given their opinion and it has been ignored, which is disappointed as these decisions directly shape the village. Two examples that stood out was granting planning for a dwelling that the driveway entrance joined the road at a dip in the road which is very dangerous. Also, the lack of planning for a car park when the location of a new school was been considered within our parish. The councillors pointed this out at the site visit but the response was they only need to provide parking for staff not parents dropping off children. Consequently, this has led to a massive problem for the village to sort out without any help from any authorities. C. Newton has pursued to enforce a 20mph speed limit outside the school so far without success.
The councillors were also taken back by the lack of understanding from locals when after the construction of the living wall Celia got verbal abuse for taking up a parking space allocated for living wall. They clearly do not understand that this is a village green and not intended for car parking.
The Chairman fears for the future of the parish council unless changes are made. They will continue and try and recruit new members but are not optimistic.

Planning Matters – New Planning Applications

a. Retrospective application for the construction of a wooden store shed, The Old Post Office, Newby Wiske, North Yorkshire DL7 9EX. Mr Terry Bland. Ref: 21/01113/FUL. (Letter received by Mr Bland)
Mr Bland has submitted a complaint as he was given information on specs for the shed that was incorrect. This matter is between Mr Bland and HDC. No objections to the application made by the PC.
b. Discharge of conditions attached to Planning Application 17/01285/FUL. Change of use to residential training centre (Class C2), incorporating up to 550 guest bed spaces and staff accommodation as amended by documentations and plans received on 8th August 2018 and 5th February 2019. Training Centre Newby Hall, Newby Wiske. Ref: 17/01285/DCNO1. Mr Peter Thompson.
The application is quite extensive and the PC do not fully understand what it entails. There are some concerns over transport and sewerage. I. Glover asked Cllr Phillips for an extension as the PC only have 2 weeks to reply. 
Cllr Phillips to organise an extension and gain more information.
