
Maunby, Newby Wiske and South Otterington Parish Council
Minutes of the Parish Council meeting held at 7.00pm on Wednesday 19th April 2023 at South Otterington Village Hall, South Otterington, Northallerton, North Yorkshire DL7 9HG

Minutes of Last Meeting
Approval of minutes of last meeting on 22/03/23 by S. Bennett and E. Branson-Burke  

Matters arising from previous minutes

a. VAS Signs
The chairman successfully downloaded the data from the VAS signs. The data analysed over the 6-week period was broken down over 24 hours to show the busiest times of day. 45% of traffic traveling through South Otterington was exceeding 40mph, the council are concerned that it is only a matter of time before an accident happens on Stainthope Row and the risk will increase if the proposed development at Peggy’s field is successful. 
b. Notice Borad Order
The outstanding jubilee plaques ordered last Spring have eventually arrived and as the company admitted it was their error for the late dispatch, they have provided four coronation plaques free of charge as a good will gesture. This gesture was warmly received by the parish council and after the plaques are fitted this matter is closed. 
c. Action Plans
No further progress with the action plans.

The defibrillator at Newby Wiske was recently moved from ‘The School House’ to a post next to lamppost 7. The cost was funded by Cllr Annabel Wilkinson’s Locality Budget. 
d. Coronation Celebrations
A small committee have been working on ideas and involving the community to celebrate the coronation. Planned events for the bank holiday Monday include a barbeque, refreshments in the village hall, classic car show of 10-12 cars on Little Otterington green, fancy dress and a flower festival focussing on the life and events of King Charles III held at St Andrew’s church 10am -4pm.
The village hall provided a breakdown of expenses after the parish council agreed to contribute £500 towards the total cost of the celebrations.
e. PGL Update
A report was received from the planning enforcement officer stating the current situation of PGL’s breach of conditions. Cllr A Wilkinson read out the main points and the report will be circulated to the parish councillors. 

(Two members of the public arrived)

Correspondence for consideration

a. Parish Council Police report 1st -31st March 2023
Clerk not received the police report. Sending the report was assigned to someone else within the police department. 

b. Parish Draft Charter
The charter is still in the process of being finalised with nothing new to add. 
Miscellaneous Correspondence for noting –

a. Presenting J Parlour & Sons Planning Development 
Five representatives introduced the proposed development for the site at Parlour’s. Plans of the proposed build were available for the council to view and keep for future reference. 

The proposal was to demolish the existing outbuildings and build 14 new semi-detached dwellings of various sized houses and bungalows with between 1-5 bedrooms. Each having a fairly large garden.  Several issues were discussed including a shortage of available registration spaces at the local doctors and dentist, plus, development in a rural location forcing residents to use cars as an only practical means of transport 
(Cllr C. Cook arrived)

The representatives answered all council and public questions satisfactory and advised that various surveys will be carried out shortly including surveys to monitor various protected species of wildlife, bats, otters and newts.  

The planning application should be submitted in the next few weeks.

b. PC to Consider Contributing to the Cost of ‘News and Views’ the Parish Community Magazine
The church has requested help from the parish council with the publishing costs of producing the community magazine ‘News and Views’. The contributions received for producing the magazine do not cover the publishing costs, this year there was a shortfall of £697.

The council agreed to make a contribution but did not decide on a sum of money.

Going forward the council asked Cllr A Wilkinson if there would be any funding available from the Locality Budget to upgrade the magazine to be distributed to all homes free of charge and include information from the parish council. Cllr A Wilkinson requested details of costs, if the council wanted to go ahead.

The chairman will seek further clarification of costs and further discussions with the team responsible for producing the magazine before reaching a decision.

The councillors also explored the option of setting up a parish council website. Cllr S. Bennett will investigate the idea and clerk will put both items on the agenda for the next meeting.
Planning Matters – New Planning Applications

a. Demolition of existing agricultural outbuildings and single storey extension to End House, Stainthorpe Row and proposed residential development comprising 42 new dwellings (C3), means of access, site infrastructure, open space and associated landscaping as amended on 04 April 2023. OS Field 4234 South Otterington, North Yorkshire. Ref: 22/02862/FUL.
A revised application was submitted to include flats and an increase in the total number of dwellings from 40 to 42. 

The planning department has received over 30 objection letters from residents. 

The original objection issues are still relevant as the new proposal has not addressed them.

The clerk sent NYC a request to extend the response time as the planning application advised responses by 14th April. NYC has not replied and Cllr Annabel Wilkinson asked the clerk to forward her the email.

The council discussed their concerns over increased traffic joining the A167 and decided to request it to be monitored.  

The parish council instructed the clerk to send an objection letter to NYC.

The potholes will be monitored and further action taken if necessary.
