Minutes of Last Meeting
Approval of minutes of last meeting on 24/05/23 

The minutes were approved as a true record by D. Gillson and M. Stokes.
Matters arising from previous minutes

a. VAS Signs
The data will be downloaded from the VAS sign located North of A167 in South Otterington and will be relocated to the centre of the village of South Otterington. This will show the speed of the traffic driving through the heart of the village and will be useful to know considering the application to develop Peggy’s field into 42 dwellings.

The sign South of A167 will be relocated to Newby Wiske.

b. First Meeting with PGL
The Chairman welcomed the PGL representatives to the meeting. 

c. Parish Council to Consider Contributing £300 to Publishing Costs of ‘News & Views’
Further to discussions at the last Parish Council meeting there is now a possibility that the £697 loss suffered by poor costing by the producers of the magazine may be funded by the NYC Councillors Locality Budget. The matter cannot be explored further due to the absence of Cllr A. Wilkinson.
d. Creating Parish Council Website
To clarify this is a Facebook page. The Councillors discussed the matter and decided to put it back on the agenda when more time can be spent on it and the Council will have a clearer plan of what to include. 
Correspondence for consideration

a. Parish Council Police report – May
The report was circulated to the Parish Council and it revealed there was one crime of theft and one crime of violence to another person, no further details were received. 
b. Questions to Ask Assistant Chief Constable at Remote Meeting on 12th July
The Councillors recognized the speed of traffic as a potential question to ask. The Councillors are concerned over the speed of vehicles travelling along the A167 through the village and along The Avenue past the school. The Councillors would like the speed limit reduced to 20mph along The Avenue as it is extremely busy and congested at school drop off and pick up times.  
Miscellaneous Correspondence for noting 

a. Quoits Club Request to Site Mobile Picnic Benches on Maunby Village Green
The quoits Club were donated two 8-seater timber picnic benches to use at quoits games and other community events. The Parish Council were concerned that the quoits club may be liable as the benches may not be included on the Parish Councils insurance. The benches are second hand and are not in perfect condition even though the quoits club made repairs. The benches are currently stored on the quoits pitch on Maunby village green. The quoits club offered to undertake any necessary routine inspections of the benches to comply with the Parish Council risk assessments.  
The matter was discussed at length and the Council instructed the Clerk to establish if the insurance cover includes mobile benches and will include third party cover. 

The Council explored the option of purchasing new benches and fixing to the ground, if this satisfied the insurance company however, the quoits club were keen to have the option of moving the benches around to suit the occasion. 
Subject to the insurance, the Parish Council approved the cost of suppling two suitable benches for use of the community and quoits club. If these are not covered by the insurance the quoits club can have the benches but will need to removed from the green after each use.
The Parish Council agreed that M. Stokes will action. Put on the agenda for the next meeting.

a. Outline Application with All Matters Reserved (Considering Access) for the Construction of 3 self/custom-build plots. Land To the North of Corner House, Station Road, South Otterington, North Yorkshire. Ref: 23/00562/OUT

b. Demolition of existing agricultural outbuildings and single storey extension to End House, Stainthorpe Row and proposed residential development comprising 42 new dwellings (C3), means of access, site infrastructure, open space and associated landscaping as amended on 04 April 2023. OS Field 4234 South Otterington, North Yorkshire. Ref: 22/02862/FUL.
At the last minute the Chairman was unable to attend, however, our question was asked during the meeting. The decision will be put to the delegates and their conditions must be adhered to satisfactorily.  
c. Full planning for the demolition of existing buildings and the construction of 14no dwellings and associated works. Ref: ZB23/00978/FUL
No further updates available, the matter is ongoing.

Also discussed,

The Chairman commented that the planning application for doing work on the trees with TPO’s along The Avenue was not completed as expected, resulting in two trees felled. The Parish Council complained to the NYC Planning Officer explaining that different trees were felled, the Parish Council would like to see these trees replaced by planting two Oak trees and allowing them to grow. The Clerk is currently waiting for a reply from NYC. 

The Parish Council had a discussion with the two PGL representatives, matters discussed included:

· The Chairman explained to the reason why the Parish Council objected to their recently granted planning application for installing an intercom system to the entrance of their site. The main concern was a backlog of vehicles, usually coaches waiting to enter the site. The location of the barrier and proposed intercom only allows one coach to park off road, leaving other vehicles to form a queue along the road into the village.

· PGL’s recently received (not on the agenda) planning application to replace the existing site entrance signage with larger signs. The Parish Council suggested bringing the signage further to the front of the entrance to improve visibility and reduce the need to replace with such large signs. The Parish Council reminded PGL that the village of Newby Wiske is a conservation area. (The Clerk has requested an extension on the response time so the Parish Council can discuss the application at the next meeting) 

· The Parish Council advised PGL of a number of other issues including;

1. Can coach drivers drive more carefully through the village to avoid mounting curbs? Residents have noticed a few near-misses. 
2. Shouting and whistle blowing starts from 7.30am and villagers ask why there are so many breaches? One Councillor commented that it seemed that PGL show no respect to the village and community.

3. A member of the public made PGL aware of an incident today that involved children screaming and singing ‘Sweet Caroline’ and ‘The Hokey Cokey’. Residents would like to see PGL take ownership of their breaches and improve matters. 
· PGL advised they will give villagers their email address so villages have knowledge of any future planning applications and villagers can contact PGL directly.  They also informed the Council that the Site Manager left and the new temporary manager wants more communication with the community.  
· PGL ending the discussion by mentioning future plans and a planned Open Day on 22nd July aimed at the village and community, it will showcase their recently developed site. Leaflets were given out.

· PGL answered all questions satisfactory and agreed to attend future Parish Council meetings, the Chairman thanked them for attending.
