The chairman opened the meeting with the sad news that Terry Brett has recently passed away. He will be missed by all of us that knew him.
Minutes of Last Meeting
Approval of minutes of last meeting on 22/07/21 by A. Shore and K. Bowe
Matters arising from previous minutes

a. AJ1 Road Safety Scheme (update inc MVAS signs, living wall, speed Limit outside church/ school)
C. Newton informed the parish council that the batteries for the MVAS signs were not received as planned pushing the installation date back to September. The training will be scheduled around the installation date which is to be confirmed.  The RSG have received a final decision on the 20mph speed limit outside school/ church and unfortunately it is not going ahead. The RSG are disappointed by the quite blunt reply.
b. Hole Appeared on Maunby Village Green (update, email sent to highways on 10th Aug)

The hole first appeared towards the end of last year, Highways have resolved this matter and it can be removed from future agendas.

c. Nominating a Parish Councillor to be a representative for YLCA

The chairman has decided to leave the representatives as they are as nobody volunteered. To clarify representatives are Iain Glover (Chairman) Keith Bowe (Vice Chair) and the Clerk.
d. Clerk Legal Employment requirements highlighted by YLCA training

A contract of employment and job description were approved by the parish council. The main points were outlined and the chair encouraged the clerk to do more training. The chairman signed the contract. K. Bowe to seek advise from the accountant in obtaining a P60 for the clerk.

e. Restructure of Local Council (Update)

Councillor B. Baker updated the parish council with what information is available at present, elections will take place in May next year however at present it is unclear what these are for. Once elected their term will last 1 year. In April 2023 the district councils will cease and the new council will come into effect. Current council employees’ jobs should be safe but there will be a shake up of the high earners as part of the restructure is ultimately to save money.  It is likely that the premises at Northallerton will be still used. Due to the restructure Cllr Baker is not anticipating an increase in council tax for households as this should be off set by the increase of new build houses within the parish.  
K. Bowe informed the parish council that he has put himself forward in response to the request for local parish councillors to be consulted and assist in the reorganisation of the restructure. This will mainly entail communication through email, he is anticipating this to start next week. Any ideas should be submitted to K. Bowe.

b. Approval of Parish Council Policies and Procedures (Code of Conduct and Complaints Policy)

The clerk had prepared a draft of these for approval, the parish council are happy to adopt the Complaints Policy and this should be issued to each parish councillor. The Code of Conduct was deemed unsuitable for the size of our parish. A version that is less complicated and much shorter should be drafted. The chairman volunteered himself to pick through the existing proposed draft and produce a copy that the parish councillors would be happy to sign and adhere to.

Cllr B. Baker explained the importance of the parish council having these in place.

c. Email received by Mr and Mrs Watts

The clerk has received an email from Mr and Mrs Watts. After the parish council have implemented the above policy and procedures, we can inform Mr and Mrs Watts who can then decide what action they wish to take.  The parish council decided that no action should be taken until Mr and Mrs Watts submit an official complaint to the clerk. 
d. Recruitment of Parish Councillor 

Councillors are still talking to villagers and trying to recruit new parish councillors. As Maunby do not have any councillors it was decided to put a flyer through the letter boxes of all the residents in the village.

Community-based events

When asked by the chairman, the members of the public attending enquired why there are not more community-based activities held on the village green (South Otterington). The chairman explained that it is the village hall committee that organise these events not the parish council. C. Newton informed the parish council that things are just starting up again after the pandemic. They are going to take time to organise. Something is planned for Halloween and a charity music event will take place in Maunby. Ideas for future events are welcomed.  

Church village green (update)

The chairman informed the parish council that the fencing will remain in place until the grass is established. The concrete has been laid at each end. The irrigation system is working. The grass shouldn’t get as muddy as they levelled out the ground when they re-laid it.
