26/10: Matters arising, Clerk to check planning for Primrose Hill and see if this has been approved, this was not added on the agenda.

ZB/00985/SCP scoping option for energy park – OS field, 0005 hag lane, this is ongoing and won’t hear anything until the environmental study is done which will probably be April.  

26/14: A.O.B: Felixkirk road from plump bank to Kirby knowle, Cllr Mather showed pictures taken by himself of the state of the roads and verges, also a photo of a tractor with a slurry tank attached ( Philip Faulkner was the company highlighted on the slurry tank) which has been the main culprit for the mess of the road and verges, Cllr Mather has sent all relevant documents regarding this to Cllr Baker, Cllr Mather also contacted highways about this matter and is waiting to hear back. Robin Bosomworth did also add what about the timber wagons which have been up and down the road for a number of years.
Cllrs Thompson and Ashby also raised the matter of the road going up to Boltby from Felixkirk which has barriers and cones etc on the side of the road for numerous years, Clerk to ring highways on this matter and see when they are going to come and repair the subsidence.

Defibs: Can all Cllrs make sure who ever is in charge of their local defibrillator to make sure these are all in good working order, battery level good and pads inside still in date etc.
Cowesby are still to obtain a defibrillator, Cllr Fairburn is looking  into this for the village, she was given some information on this and the Clerk is to send her additional information. 

Depth gauge (stick/pole): Cllr Ashby made us aware that Boltby have been waiting on a depth gauge for a long time now from between the water works and Hesketh hall Boltby, Clerk is to enquire about this, and also ask Cllr Baker about this.
