Brafferton Parish Council Meeting
Draft Minutes

Wednesday 20 January 2015
Held at 7.30pm in Helperby Village Hall

Present: Cllr Chris Owens (Chairman), Cllr Janice Attwood, Cllr Cris Connor, Cllr Barry Connor, Roger Clements (Clerk).
1. Apologies 

1.1.  Apologies were received from Cllr Mavis Hartley and Cllr Caroline Patmore (HDC).
2. Declarations of Interest 

2.1. Cllr Owens declared an interest in item 7.3 and would cast no vote on this subject.

3. Public Forum

3.1. No members of the public were present.

4. Minutes of the last meeting, held on 18 November 2015
4.1. The minutes were agreed to be a true record and were signed accordingly by the Chairman.

5. Clerk's report
5.1. Helperby PC's audit of road closure signs was not yet complete.

5.2. Paperwork to levy a £3,900 precept had been submitted to Hambleton DC.

5.3. Brafferton PC documents were now available to be viewed online within the Data North Yorkshire website at https://www.datanorthyorkshire.org/dataset/brafferton-parish-council (details to be published on the council notice board and in The Magazine).  
5.4. Although planning permission had been granted for the construction of a mobile phone mast at Brafferton Manor Station the project will not go ahead as it could not be completed within the time specified for this Mobile Infrastructure Project.  Cllrs thought this a very poor outcome and the Chairman undertook to contact the Department for Culture, Media and Sport through the local MP, Kevin Hollinrake, in an attempt to persuade it to reconsider the decision.

6. Hambleton DC news
6.1. In the absence of Cllr Patmore no information was available.
7. Finance 

7.1. Financial Report - Clerk reviewed spending plans for the balance of the Financial Year and predicted the outturn to be within budget.
7.2. Bank reconciliation - the Financial Working Group confirmed the bank reconciliation to be in accord with the bank statements.
7.3. Financial support to the Village Hall - although no written confirmation had been received from Helperby PC, it was understood that HPC was minded to pay all or part of the dovecot insurance premium but its intention regarding play area costs were uncertain.  Cllr C Connor proposed and it was resolved that this council would make a financial grant of up to £200 under the powers authorised by the Local Government Act 1972 s137 (hopefully in association with a grant from Helperby PC) to the village hall trustees to defray all or part of the costs of insuring the dovecot and carrying out maintenance of the play area.  Clerk to notify Helperby PC of this decision and seek its agreement to share the total cost of the joint grant in the ratio of 1:2 (HPC paying the larger sum) as has become the practice in similar joint ventures.
7.4. Pinfold and lych gate grass cutting 2015 - a cheque for £170.00 was issued to A Metcalfe. 
7.5. Village verges grass cutting 2016.  Cllr C Connor proposed and it was resolved to accept the quotation, in the sum of £1,050, for verges grass cutting from R & L Barley Gardening Services.  Clerk to notify Helperby PC of this decision and seek its agreement to share the total cost of the grass cutting contract in the ratio of 1:2 (HPC paying the larger sum) as was done in 2015.

8. Highways and Transport 
8.1. 2015 Bus Use Survey - it was resolved, In the absence of further input from HPC, that the recommendations evolving from the Bus Survey be considered and the following actions be taken:
8.1.1.  The Survey results and recommendations are to be published in the February issue of The Magazine and a notice be displayed on the Council notice board to that effect.

8.1.2.  An approach to be made to the Hambleton & Richmond Voluntary Car Scheme and the Easingwold & District Community Care Association with a view to establishing whether their existing schemes might be extended to Helperby/Brafferton.  If this is the case then those households who had indicated a willingness to participate in a Voluntary Car Scheme would be provided with details for them to assess.
8.1.3.  Survey results showed a significant number of respondents in favour of a later return service from York at or about 6pm.  It was also noted that some 29 services run from York to Tholthorpe then direct to Easingwold; it would be more valuable to villagers if these services could be diverted, on request, to run via Helperby/Brafferton.  Discussions therefore should take place with the bus operator and NYCC to assess the scope for the additional evening service and the feasibility of diverting services at Tholthorpe.

8.1.4.  Timetables for both 29 and 150 services have been placed on the council notice board.
8.1.5.  An approach should be made to Harrogate & Rural District Clinical Commissioning Group to discuss support for the transport and mobility needs of those needing to access medical facilities in the area (this may be facilitated as part of the action at 8.1.2).
9. Planning Matters
9.1. PA 15/02249/MRC, variation of extension to St Peter's School, Brafferton - permitted by Hambleton District Council.
9.2. PA 15/02278/FUL, proposed installation of solar panels at 3 St Peters Close, Brafferton - permitted by Hambleton District Council.
9.3. PA 15/00065/FUL, proposed extensions, amended, at Laurel Farm, Brafferton - this council raised no objection.
9.4. PA 15/02807/CAT, proposed works to trees at 1 Birchwood Gardens, Brafferton - this council raised no objection.
9.5. PA 15/02664/FUL, proposed construction of an agricultural building at Brafferton Station - this council raised no objection.
9.6. PA 15/02769/LBC, proposal to form opening in chimney breast at The Old Vicarage, Brafferton - this council raised no objection.
9.7. PA 16/00002/FUL, proposal to convert a milking parlour into accommodation at Brafferton Manor - this council raised no objection.
10. Business Matters
10.1. Clerk's annual appraisal - it was resolved that cllrs Owens and C Connor conduct an appraisal prior to the March meeting using the format recommended by the Yorkshire Local Councils Association.
10.2. Queen's Birthday Street Party on Sunday 12 June 2016 - an idea had been mooted from the village hall Pop-up Coffee Shop that the village might hold a street tea party to mark the Queen's 90th birthday.  Cllrs liked the idea and asked the Clerk to write to Helperby PC to see whether they would be minded to jointly support a street party at or near the village hall or a family picnic on the sports field.
