In summary the RFO reported::

We began the year in credit to the tune of £14799.70.

Income from our Skipton BS savings account totaled £772.27 and other income raised by a Chapel of Ease collection and a contribution to churchyard maintenance from the Thornton and Otteringtons PCC added a further £350.

Our £3075 total expenditure during the year, has been dominated by the costs associated with cutting the grass and hedges in the public areas, a total of over £2223. 
Other significant costs have been our Parish Council Insurance (£349.94) , topsoil and grass seed for levelling the churchyard (£183.59) , a new net for the tennis court (£90.77) and Roundup concentrate (£71.00)

With no precept income planned, we leave the financial year £12886.70 in credit, this distributed between Skipton BS (£12305.91p), our Barclays Business account (£570 .79) and £10 in cash (proceeds of sale of the village strimmer to Northallerton Rugby Club).

We have accrued recoverable VAT of £328.26 which will be recovered during the course of the 2026/7 fiscal year
