Planning Applications

a)
Holiday lodges - the Applicant has lodged an appeal against the Planning Committee’s decision to refuse the Application.  The Planning Department, PC and several Parishioners have submitted documents to the Planning Inspectorate, supporting the County Council decision.  We await the Inspector’s judgment.

Financial Matters

The RFO informed the meeting of a Credit Balance of £13,841.91, £12,000 of which is in The Skipton Building Society.

Roman Road/Pillrig Lane
Cllr Boden raised the issue of whether the Parish Council should consider laying stone on the Southern section, to provide a better surface for walking. Discussion took place, but it was decided that this may encourage more dog walkers to use it and as there is a serious problem with dog poo on the Northern section it will be left as it is.  It was also suggested that No Parking signs be erected at the entrance to both the North and South entrance to the Roman Road to prevent vehicle blocking the Bridalway to horse riders - Cllr Boden to investigate.

The dog poo issue was also raised in the village and it was agreed that Cllr Boden would purchase signs to be placed around the village.

Roads and Footpaths
It was noted that yellow lines have been painted on the road in front of the entrance to the churchyard.  It was suggested that this indicated a repair was to be carried out.  The general state of the roads and footpaths were discussed and it was considered there more urgent repairs required elsewhere in the village than the little-used churchyard entrance.  It was also noted that new white lines had been painted on the road at the junction of the Avenue and Moor Lane on top of the very broken road surface.  Moss was reported on a footpath in the Stonebow which made it very slippery.

Unfinished House

The Chairman asked the Clerk to contact Mr Wilkinson to ascertain his intentions.

 Bus Shelter
Cllr Grey reported on his examination of the Bus Shelter and proposed the most economic repair would be to shutter inside and outside the walls to build a plinth to protect the eroding stonework.  A working party will be required to carry out the work.

25.
 Yorkshire Water Visit
Cllr Davis advised the meeting that Yorkshire Water proposed this was left until March/April when ground conditions would be safer for visitors.  All visitors will need to be registered with YW for insurance purposes.  A replacement hedge will be installed at the beginning of December.

Any Other Business
a) Thornton Lodge - discussion took place over a request that the PC submit a letter to the planning inspectorate in support of the householders ’appeal against refusal of planning permission.  This was agreed.
b) Governance Cllr Davis highlighted that the discussions with NYC regarding the PC title they are suggesting.  It does not conform to what we currently use and want to retain.  Clerk to resolve with NYC.

c) Concern was expressed at the amount of water running out of Bridge End onto Moor Lane and collecting at the bridge creating a skid risk to passing traffic. Cllr Davis to investigate.

d) Cllr Birch agreed to complete the NYC questionnaire “Let’s Talk Money”.

e) Cllr Boden informed the meeting that the Tennis Court net needed replacing at a cost of approximately £100.  All agreed for him to go ahead and order one.
There being no further business, the Chairman closed the meeting at 2045hrs.
