Planning
ZB23/02504/FUL - The Chairman advised the meeting that Planning Enforcement did not agree that any Planning Laws had been broken when planting the trees in the field and no further action will be taken.

Financial Matters 
The RFO gave verbal details of Income and Expenditure since the last meeting.
We have already decided not to level a parish precept for the 2026/7 year and to continue to use our surpluses from previous years to fund our planned activities.

It was agreed that this is achieved by withdrawing £2305.91 from our Skipton BS account leaving £10,000 in this account to earn a little more interest over the next 12 months.

A VAT recovery , a 50% contribution to churchyard maintenance from the Otteringtons PCC and grass cutting subsidy from NYC (£220) is expected to be sufficient to cover our routine expenditures during the course of the 2026/7 fiscal year.

Since our last meeting we have paid £220.00 for 4 cuts of the churchyard grass and £20 gift voucher for our internal auditor.

We agreed to renew of our insurance with Zurich at a cost of £331.25

The RFO confirmed that this policy will cover public liabilities at events held in the Chapel of Ease which are sanctioned by the PC , a condition imposed by the Friends of Friendless Churches for the 4 events held over the year.
6.
Grass/Hedge cutting
The Clerk gave the RFO the quote from Mr Barker for FY 2026/7.

The Clerk stated that Mr Barker’s mother was in a very poor state of health and was no longer able to deal with their accounts.. Consequently, Mr Barker’s wife will now take over the responsibilities of their accounts. The services of Mr K Bowe have been terminated forthwith.
A discussion followed as to the way forward.

Resolved:- The Chairman and the RFO to explore other possibilities in respect of contracts, as a matter of urgency.
