Public questions/statements

C/Cllr A Baker informed the meeting of matters which she thought would be of interest. North Yorkshire Council’s Budget was due to be published and it was anticipated that the Labour Government would impose the largest reduction in the country. As a consequence NYC would have no alternative but to increase its Council Tax by 5% (the maximum permitted) in order to meet its responsibilities. Also, she stated that there was a possibility of potential housing development in order for the Government to achieve its self-imposed target set by the Deputy PM. One such area is to the rear of The Crosby Public House which has been submitted for consideration in the Local Plan.
She left the meeting at 1950hrs which she asked to be recorded.

Planning Applications  

ZB23/02504/FUL  -  The Chairman briefed the meeting on the developments since the last PC Meeting. He had attended the NYC Planning Committee in Malton where the Application was to be discussed. After hearing all the representations, it was unanimously decided that the Committee was “Minded to REJECT” the Application. This meant that a NY Council Officer was to review all the evidence so far presented, in order that the decision to Reject was solid enough to sustain any challenge to the Committee’s decision.
In the days following the Committee’s decision, there had been multiple submissions by the Applicant/Agent on the Planning Portal, in support of the Application, whilst the Planning Officer, Mr Marc Pearson, had declined to accept the Parish Councils’ response. This was later successfully overturned and the PC was able to post its response.
Subsequently, The Applicant/Agent requested to NYC that all their submissions following the meeting at Malton should be withdrawn. 
In further discussions Cllr Boden suggested that the Parish Council draft a by - law to prevent any road side advertising taking place in the future.

Resolved:- Cllr Boden to investigate
The Chairman stated the Applicant has a period of 12 weeks from the decision being published to lodge an Appeal.

Bridge at Pear Tree Farm

The Chairman was of the opinion that the stone wall over the beck was too low.  Some years ago, this wall had been demolished by a motorist who had lost control of his vehicle. He undertook to pursue the matter with NYC,

Afternote:- The Chairman had a response from NYC stating that they would lower the ground adjacent to the wall, so that the wall would in effect be higher. This was considered to be unsatisfactory and further action was to be undertaken.
