c. Saint’s Green (Peggy’s Field)
A resident informed the parish council that the affordable dwellings are nearly constructed. Lovell have sold 16 houses with 15 left to sell.

The chairman explained that housing developers have to sell a certain number of houses before they are required to assign any houses as affordable. 

A resident commented that End House will soon be demolished. 

d. Residents of Maunby Considering Purchasing the Closed Church, St Michaels & All Angels for use as a Community Hub
They are still considering the options and think they can form a charity and raise funds to cover the running costs.
