Minutes of Last Meeting
Approval of minutes of last meeting on18/06/25 by H. Ellis and M. Stokes. It is noted that a reference about the PGL high swing identified as the main cause of sudden screams should be omitted as the swing was not used during the trail of the Noise Management Plan.
Matters arising from previous minutes

a. Discuss Highways Adopting and Ownership/Maintenance Responsibility of Snicket Drive through past South View, Little Otterington
The clerk has tried unsuccessfully to identify the owner/s of the drive through road but was unable to click on just the road on the map of Land Registry.

Clerk to continue  trying and put on the agenda for the next meeting.

b. Discussing North Yorkshire Community Resilience entitled: Get Involved to Assess if the PC could Aid the Community with an Emergency Response Plan for our Parish Villages. 
The chairman raised the matter considering elderly and vulnerable residents and how everyone would cope with no electricity or another emergency such as flash flood etc.

The parish council is in a good position to consider how to spend the CIL money to benefit the community. Ideas include Fiber Optic broadband as Maunby has a poor service and a generator for the village hall to provide a warm place.

Planning Matters – Refused

a. Full planning for the demolition of existing buildings and the construction of 13no dwellings and associated works. J Parlour And Son, South Otterington, Northallerton, North Yorkshire. ZB23/00978/FUL
The parish council discussed the refused application which has been ongoing for two years. The reason given was land subject to flooding, the parish council do not agree with this verdict, especially as Peggy’s Field was passed on land subject to flooding.

a. Communication with PGL

b. NYC Councillor Annabel Wilkinson Update  
No update provided but Annabel offered to arrange a phone call or teams meeting with the chairman if necessary.

The parish council discussed the state of the planning department and instructed the clerk to email Annabel expressing their concerns about the building control.

c. Saint’s Green (Peggy’s Field)
A neighbouring resident to the building site explained how Lovell had killed their hedge by disturbing the roots. The residents are not pressing the matter with Lovell after they were shouted at and spoke to disrespectfully by various Lovell staff.   

Lovell have switched on the street lighting which shines into neighbouring dwellings.

The parish council are unsure if planning permission was granted for the installation of the gas tanks. – Clerk to check.

The parking along Stainthorpe Road has improved. But the pavements have become in a poor state of repair as a result.
The parish council instructed the clerk to email Highways requesting a site visit to discuss safety concerned raised by villagers.

d. CIL Payment

The chairman instructed everyone to consider how the money can be spent.

e. State of Man Hole next to The South Otterington Shorthorn 

The state of the man hole was raised as it makes a noise every time a vehicle drives over it and the concrete around it is becoming loose.
