The chairman approved the apologies. 

Minutes of Last Meeting
Approval of minutes of last meeting on 18/02/26 H. Ellis and K. Murray approved the minutes as a true record.

Matters Arising from Previous Minutes

a. Discuss Highways Adopting and Ownership/Maintenance Responsibility of Snicket Drive through past South View, Little Otterington 
No progress. Put on the agenda for the next meeting.

b. Discussing North Yorkshire Community Resilience entitled: Get Involved to Assess if the PC could Aid the Community with an Emergency Response Plan for our Parish Villages. 
Following a meeting with NYC, Cllr K. Murray has made progress:
They identified loss of mains power as the most obvious event. Identifying vulnerable people in the parish could be done by highlighting houses on a map but data protection would make it challenging. Need to plan who to help and how?

The village hall would be a good choice to provide a safe, warm hub where residents could gather. The village hall committee are considering buying a generator and are considering what actions need to be in place first, example fuel etc.  The church and school could also provide a safe hub. Plans would need to be in place as to who would open the hub and have the hub pre stocked so it could be ready to use anytime. Local business PGL may also have plans already in place for such an event and may offer some advice. 
c. The Parish Council Gov. Email and Website
The chairman encouraged the remainder parish councillors to start and use their email address as soon as possible. 

The parish council discussed what they should put on the website to comply with legislation and to be useful to the parish.

d. Parish Council Adopting I.T Policy 
The clerk circulated the policy ahead of the meeting and the parish council agreed to adopt it. It will be displayed on the website when it is operational. 

e. Discuss Works to an Unsafe Tree at Maunby Churchyard covered by a TPO
The latest report conducted on the tree advised to remove part of the branch to release stress on the trunk, then carry out checks annually or after each storm. This report differed from the first report as they advised to fell the tree completely. 
Cllr K. Murray has a planned meeting tomorrow with the church and will raise the issue with them directly.

a. Communication with PGL
