Tree Surgery - Tree Work to Cherry Tree on Little Otterington Village Green
PGL’s tree surgeon had looked at the tree and given a quote of £450 to give an overall tree trim, do the crown at the top and bottom. PGL initially offered to pay for the tree work but it is more work than the tree surgeon first thought thus more expensive. The Chair expressed his disappointment with PGL and the parish council decided to use their own tree surgeon who had previously quoted the same. 
d. Bank Mandate
K. Bowe had spoken with the bank and it seems the form wasn’t completed correctly by one of the three new signatures so the bank did not process the request and closed it. The person who K. Bowe spoke to seemed helpful and reopened the request and will action the signatures who completed the form properly, hopefully the request will be actioned in the near future but the progress is positive.

Any Other Business requiring urgent consideration
a. NYC Cllr A. Wilkinson Update – Not Present

b. Communication with PGL – David Wilkin (Facilities Manager)
The season starts on Monday 24th Feb with 130 guests arriving. A parish councillor asked about capacity and David confirmed that they have 437 bed space but can only take 330 guests.  
The noise management plan is still ongoing.

PGL plan to replace the copper birch which fell over damaging the wall during a storm.

c. Peggy’s Field Housing Development 
The Chair updated the parish council on an email received by NYC planning:

· They are investigating the compound.

· They agreed the foundation level of the newly constructed bungalows is too high and planning have asked Lovell to either apply for appropriate planning permission or reduce the foundation to the correct level.

· The installation of the five LPG gas tanks is not validated and the parish council can submit comments. The gas tanks were installed without seeking prior planning permission and the parish council would like reassuring the they were installed correctly. A local resident advised the tanks are installed right on the boundary of a resident’s fence, set in concrete and covered with soil. A former BP employee advised that LPG is one of the more dangerous gases as it is heavier than air and will find the lowest part of the landscape should a leak occur.  Exposure to high concentrations could cause asphyxiation. It could potentially enter drains and may result in an explosion causing loss of life. A significant risk to the community when there are safer greener alternatives. The main risk is from the pipework from the gas tanks suppling each home. A key point to note is that pressurised LPG liquid (as stored in the tanks) expands to create a gas cloud 200 times bigger when reduced to normal pressure.  The proposed size of LPG storage therefore has the potential to create a very large gas cloud which, in the right circumstances, could extend beyond this development.
A local resident had heard that Lovell intend to fill the tanks with gas next week, planning have been informed.

Lovell have switched on three water pumps due to flooding caused by the recent rainfall. Some of the site is under 3ft of water and Lovell are pumping the water into Mayfield’s drain.  
The parish council advised the clerk to email planning and to copy in both local MP’s outlining the following points:

· Objecting to Lovell’s failure to apply for planning permission before installing the tanks and objecting to Lovell intending to fill the tanks with gas as they plan to next week and explain the risk imposed onto the community and Lovell’s disregard to the planning system.
· Reminding planning that Lovell have not been granted planning permission for the pumping station.

· Turing lorries and the parking along the A167 by Lovell’s workers and deliveries is still causing problems to residents and users of the A167.
· The ongoing damage to residents’ dwellings due to the development.
