Minutes of Last Meeting

Matters arising from previous minutes

a. Parish Council Adopting a gov. email Address  
The website is nearly ready and the clerk needs to provide councillor headshots and a few nice photos of the parish highlighting its uniqueness. The chair and clerk have chosen the primary colour for the website.

b. Discuss Highways Adopting and Ownership/Maintenance Responsibility of Snicket Drive through past South View, Little Otterington
The clerk is still unable to determine ownership of this road and the parish council instructed the clerk to email Land Registry.

c. Highways Maintenance and School ‘No Parking’ signs Displayed on the Road
The school has displayed ‘no parking’ signs east of the layby and have prevented vehicles parking in the layby – including the school taxi. The parish council is baffled by this action and instructed the clerk to contact ‘parking services’ for further information. 
d. Discussing North Yorkshire Community Resilience entitled: Get Involved to Assess if the PC could Aid the Community with an Emergency Response Plan for our Parish Villages. 
Cllr K. Murray is working in conjunction with NYC and will provide an update at the next parish council meeting. 

NYC Cllr A. Wilkinson will send the clerk contact details of someone that will come to the pc and talk about creating a resilience plan. 

e. Consider how to Spend CIL Payment
The parish council are keen to use some of the money to purchase a generator for the village hall as part of the resilience plan but other options still need raising for consideration.

a. FOOTPATH 10.136/2 Anville, South Otterington, Northallerton.  ZB23/00914/FUL 
The parish council discussed the new route and prefer it to the old one as it is more scenic and is a practical way around the property. The new fencing and bark add to its appeal.

Any Other Business requiring urgent consideration

a. Communication with PGL
After listening to item 3d, Ross stated that PGL may be able to help with the Resilience plan. 

Their season will end on 14th November and will start next year late February 2026.

b. NYC Councillor Annabel Wilkinson Update  
A Teams meeting with Annabel was arranged earlier in the week as requested by the parish council. Two parish councillors and the clerk attended. 
Annabel has arranged a meeting between the parish council and members of the planning department at County Hall on Thursday 13th November at 10am.

c. Saint’s Green (Peggy’s Field)
The parish council discussed the footpath from Little Otterington into the Lovell site. The stile is no longer effective for larger dogs after the soil level was raised during the development of the dwellings. The parish council wondered if a general foot path gate would be more suitable as the original purpose of the existing stile was to prevent sheep escaping. 
Clerk to email Lovell and planning.

A resident informed the parish council that the final surveyor’s report confirming the state of their dwelling after the effects of the construction of the dwellings has been sent to the senior Lovell team to discuss the next steps. 

The resident also informed the parish council that a larger barrier was erected around the water pump while they dug it up. Cllr A. Wilkinson confirmed Yorkshire Water will adopt the pump when Lovell erect a fence around it. 
Lovell aims to be finished all the construction work by the end of this calendar year. 

d. Maunby Bonfire Celebrations
