Minutes of Last Meeting
Approval of minutes of last meeting on 19/11/25 by M. Stokes and M. Halderthay.
Matters Arising from Previous Minutes

a. Discuss Highways Adopting and Ownership/Maintenance Responsibility of Snicket Drive through past South View, Little Otterington 
No progress. Put on the agenda for the next meeting. 

b. South Otterington School Displaying ‘No Parking’ signs on the Road
Frustration that the existing layby to the front of the school cannot be utilised for the purposes that the school would like (i.e. school drop-offs and pick-ups by taxis and blue badge holders, and transport during the day, for example to host busses taking the children to/from swimming lessons or school trips). This is due to the traffic regulation order (TRO) that is currently in force over this area, which effectively means that the layby cannot currently be used by vehicles.
As a result, the Local Highway Authority (LHA) has proposed that the existing ‘School Keep Clear’/zig zag markings are removed so that the layby facility can be utilized by parents dropping-off and picking-up, as well as for transport during the school day. The situation will be monitored and they have a meeting with the Head Teacher next week.

c. 25/36792/Street Name Consultation - Street naming and numbering application for a new development on Land Rear of Porch House, South Otterington.
The parish council discussed this item and did not warm to the choice of names and would have preferred the names to include trees that are local to the area, such as oak. 

They do feel that asking for their views was only a formality as previously their views were not considered and they named Saints Green against the wishes of a lot of people in the parish
d. Saint’s Green (Peggy’s Field)

A member of the pubic raised a couple of concerns:
1) Lovell have not started building any affordable homes on the site yet. (Legally no profit should be made on affordable homes and the cost price for each home was set a while ago)
Lovell have failed to meet their target for completing the construction of all the dwellings by the end of 2025. 
2) The resident is concerned about the pumping station as they witnessed Lovell completely digging it up and then putting it back in. This has happened several times.   

e. Highways – Gully Cleaning Schedule and ‘No Parking’ Signs on Church Green
Highways were unable to provide a schedule for cleaning the parish gulleys saying it was ‘too complex’ however, the gulleys have been cleaned along ‘The Avenue’, South Otterington. The parish council concluded it would be determined by their available budget.
f. Discussing North Yorkshire Community Resilience entitled: Get Involved to Assess if the PC could Aid the Community with an Emergency Response Plan for our Parish Villages. 
K. Murray had a meeting with NYC Jason Wainwright who advised as a starting point, to think about what likely events and scenarios to plan for and ask, what if?
A likely event could be:

1) Flash flooding requiring barrier defence and a place to store it. 
2) A fire on a local caravan site requiring an immediate safe place for holidaymakers. 

3) Loss of electrical power or mains water for a lenghtly period of time.
Cllr A. Wilkinson spoke about MIRT (major incident response team)

The parish council discussed getting a generator for the village hall and possibly in another parish village.

K. Murray is working on a document exploring scenarios and possible solutions and will present it to the parish council when finished.
