a. Lovell Gift to Community / Saints Green ZB25/00211/MRC – Peggy’s Field
The parish council decided that they should not accept a gift from Lovell.

A resident revealed that Lovell has sold 4 houses in 8 weeks and they expect the new home owners to move in mid-June.
Several residents visited the piling contractor at the show home on Friday. The piling will be done close to the border boundary of neighbouring properties and will last between 10 – 12 days, drilling 20 metres deep. 8 metre metal pipes will be inserted every 2 metres.
Stone pillars 3 metres deep will be inserted in the constructed bungalow and vibration monitors will be placed on the boundary fence and they should be placed on the houses. There are no plans to put noise monitors in place while the piling takes place.
