Minutes of Last Meeting
Approval of minutes of last meeting on 21/05/25 by H. Ellis and M. Halderthay.
Matters arising from previous minutes

a. Quote for VAS Sign – Organise the purchase of the battery powered VAS for the total cost of £4147.50 plus VAT as approved at a previous meeting
The sign is ordered and will take up to 8 weeks to arrive.

b. Proposal Boundary Plan
The parish council have looked at the proposal and are unsure how it will affect our parish.

Correspondence for consideration 
a. Parish Council Police report- May 
One reported crime of Anti-Social Personal, no further details provided. 
b. Discuss Ownership/Maintenance Responsibility of Snicket Drive through past South View, Little Otterington
The parish council were approached by a resident regarding the ownership of the snicket in Little Otterington passing ‘South View’. The road has several potholes that are getting worse. The general feel is that Highways should adopt the road as there is a street light located half way along.
Clerk to ask Highways if they own it or are willing to adopt it. Put on the agenda for the next meeting.

Planning Matters arising from previous minutes

a. Saints Green ZB25/00211/MRC – Peggy’s Field

The gas tank planning application is still awaiting a decision but the application for the fence has been passed.

(two members of the public arrived)
b. PGL Noise Management Plan (NMP)
The recent meeting between planning, PGL and the parish council was interpreted differently by Ross (PGL) and the parish council, it would have been useful if some meeting minutes were sent to all parties. Ross apologised and insisted that the email sent to NYC planning stated what changes he had implemented for the field aspect of the plan but that was based on the whole plan being adopted. The chair asked Ross to send the clerk the email he had sent to NYC planning stating the planned changes.
Ross clarified: Action Implemented, 

a) Extended the restricted area further doubling the size, it is now very large and hasn’t been as successful as they had hoped due to not having enough signage resulting in children running across the field to the toilets for example.

b) Relocated the archery from next to the staff accommodation to the field. 
c) He has got permission to stop shouting at the top of the zipwire, this has taken a while as it needed to be signed off internally for risk assessments.

The parish council had understood that single changes would be made to monitor the effect and the parish council are concerned that it is half way through the trail run and they haven’t been informed of the changes. The high swing was identified as the biggest cause of loud sudden screams.

Ross explained the changes he would like to implement:

a) Uplift the archery kit to run a day range on the field. Relocate it further back to the field and reposition it away from the houses. Run an evening range at the back of the field.  

b) Restrictions on blowing the whistle on the field.
c) Stopping deliveries (mainly Amazon) arriving very early morning.

Going forward, the parish council and Ross agreed that they must communicate between each other to try and settle on an agreeable NMP which would hopefully result in PGL becoming better neighbours. 
One resident spoke of her experiences of being involved with Brownies and Girl Guides and the rules they had to adhere to whilst staying on sites similar to PGL.

Any Other Business Requiring Urgent Consideration

a. Communication with PGL
Ross informed the coaches and guests about the planned road closure which would force the coaches through South Otterington but unfortunately, they proposed the road closure until the week after resulting in the coaches unnecessarily travelling through South Otterington for a week. 

b. NYC Councillor Annabel Wilkinson Update – None received but Cllr A. Wilkinson available to contact if necessary. 
c. Saints Green (Peggy’s Field)
A resident commented of their observations and stated there are several concerns at present:

a) Lovell are operating the show home using a generator as the site has no electricity when Northern Power Grid removed the fuses.  

The parish council instructed the clerk to email Lovell and ask when they expect this matter resolved.

b) A resident has heard of an incident when a potential home buyer was fobbed off about the existing water pumps, they were told they were for agricultural use,

c) Residents are still experiencing Lovell contractors parking badly. One resident explained that several times they were unable to get their car into their driveway. A resident informed the parish council of an incident when the barriers surrounding a ditch in the road had fallen down. The resident reported the incident to Lovell who sent someone out. They removed the barriers leaving the ditch without any signage to warn drivers. 
The parish council instructed the clerk to inform Highways about the parking.

The resident concluded that the piling on site was completed and Lovell had received deposits for selling five houses.
