K. Murray and H. Ellis approved the minutes as a true record.

Matters arising from previous minutes

a. NYC Councillor Annabel Wilkinson Update
Residents in our area need to register their vehicle to continue to use the recycling facility in Northallerton(Tip) Registration will be necessary every three years. Unregistered vehicles will not be able to use the facility. 
Our area had 99% success rate of applicants getting their first choice of a primary school placement out of the 5137 applying across north yorkshire.

b. Discuss Highways Adopting and Ownership/Maintenance Responsibility of Snicket Drive through past South View, Little Otterington 
No progress made. The chairman will look into this matter.

c. Discussing North Yorkshire Community Resilience entitled: Get Involved to Assess if the PC could Aid the Community with an Emergency Response Plan for our Parish Villages. 
K. Murray had a productive meeting with the Facilities Manager at PGL.

K. Murray is working on turning scenarios into procedures and will keep the plan simple. He intends to share more information at the next parish council meeting. Work in progress.

d. Displaying ‘Children Playing’ signs approaching Little Otterington.
Highways have laid rumble strips along the road leaving South Otterington towards the humpback bridge to identify whether the speed limit of 30mph needs to be reduced.

a. Removal or Variation of condition 2 to previously approved application ZB25/00228/FUL (Proposed Alterations and Extensions to Existing Bungalow including Oak Framed Detached Garage) The Shieling Newby Wiske Northallerton North Yorkshire. ZB26/00442/MRC

Planning Matters arising from previous minutes

a. Concern about Cherry Trees from ‘The Avenue’ Planning Application to Build two dwellings 
A couple of residents have expressed concern that the two Cherry trees located on a grass area by the side of the road will be felled when a driveway is created  for the proposed construction of the dwellings in the field along ‘The Avenue’. The land is privately owned and the application has got granted planning consent. The small parcel of land is not owned by the parish council. The parish council discussed this matter in length and the chairman attended the site meeting with the planners. An up to date plan may show the exact route around the trees.

Cllr A. Wilkinson explained that NYC planning had recruited some graduates and it should help with the workload.

b. Application for the removal of internal garden wall and construction of a 1.8 tanalised timber fence. 3 Beechfield South Otterington Northallerton North Yorkshire. ZB26/00545/FUL
The applicant addressed the parish council and explained the unique layout of their garden and their intension to make the garden private and secure to contain their two very young children. They wish to erect a 1.8m fence around the perimeter bordering the highway, which they feel is a reasonable request. The choice to erect a fence rather than a hedge is based on a foul drain that runs under the area. Their neighbours and the parish council support the application.

b. Updating Bank Mandate 
· Propose adding current councillors and removing councillors who are no longer on the parish council.
The chairman proposed to remove all names on the mandate that are no longer relevant to the parish council and add present parish councillors Ken Murray, Michael Halderthay and Howard Ellis. The chairman also proposed to reduce the number of signatures required to sign a cheque from three to two. 

The parish council agreed.
· Discuss moving money to a higher rate of interest account
The parish council agreed to keep a year’s worth of expenses (£6,800) in the current account and transfer the rest of the money into the existing parish saving account held at the same bank.
c. Appointment the Internal Auditor
The clerk has appointed Ian Smithson to carry out the internal audit this year. 
Any Other Business requiring urgent consideration

a. Communication with PGL
There have a slow increase of guests as they approach peak season. 

PGL are trying to manage the noisy areas of the site better.

This year the open day is on 5th September 2026 when residents from the community are invited to look at the facilities. 

b. Saint’s Green (Peggy’s Field)
Cllr A. Wilkinson is looking into when Lovell will start building the affordable houses as outlined in their planning application. 
c. Residents of Maunby Considering Purchasing the Closed Church, St Michaels & All Angels for use as a Community Hub
Two residents from Maunby approached the parish council asking for support as they attempt to purchase the closed church in the village. They have a deadline of six months to raise the money to purchase the building only.

The Hill-Walker family donated the land to the church commission to build the church. The parish council discussed the plan and restoration and running costs to ensure they can afford to keep the building as a community hub. Various fund raising events could be planned but this is at the ideas stage and a lot more commitment, both financially and time from residents would be necessary. 
d. Grass Cutting at Beechfield, South Otterington
A parish councillor requested that the parish council include cutting grassy areas on Beechfield, South Otterington or provide a green wheelie bin. The grass has historically been cut by residents but with changing circumstances they are no longer able to continue. The area in question is not owned by the parish council and therefore the residents need to find another solution.
