Minutes of Last Meeting
Approval of minutes of last meeting on 20/08/25 by K. Bowe and M. Stokes.
Matters arising from previous minutes

a. Parish Council Adopting a gov. email Address 
The clerk has obtained a quote from Parish Online as below.

The parish council agreed to proceed with the website package and the clerk will arrange it. 
b. Discuss Highways Adopting and Ownership/Maintenance Responsibility of Snicket Drive through past South View, Little Otterington
The clerk had asked Yorkshire Water who they contact before starting any works on this road but they wouldn’t inform us due to data protection.

The parish council instructed the clerk to request a ‘Freedom of Information’ to obtain the information.

c. Highways Maintenance as Identified at the last Meeting. 

· Weeds Growing in Cracks on Newby Wiske Bridge

· State of Road the Length of Little Otterington Green

· Cracking on Pavement opposite School near Notice Board and Bench

· Manhole Outside ‘The Shorthorn’ Station Road
There was a number of issues in the village such as a noisy manhole cover near ‘The Shorthorn’ pub, pot holes along the length of Scotts Row Road in Little Otterington -  where they have just repaired them, weeds growing in the cracks on the bridge to Newby Wiske and cracking in the pavement near the green seat opposite the church. The clerk has reported all of this on the NYC portal.

The parish council would like to know what are Highways service standards which set schedules/timescales and frequency for gully and street cleaning? The parish council thought it would be of benefit to know so they can ask residents to move their cars in advance.

d. Discussing North Yorkshire Community Resilience entitled: Get Involved to Assess if the PC could Aid the Community with an Emergency Response Plan for our Parish Villages. 
K. Murray is liaising with NYC about this matter and will update the parish council at the next meeting. The parish council are still keen to have a generator for the village hall to provide a warm space in the event of a power cut etc. The item will be put on the village hall Committee agenda for discussion. 

Clerk to put on the agenda for the meeting next month.  

e. Consider how to Spend CIL Payment

The parish council consider spending some or all of this money on the Community Resilience Plan.
Correspondence for consideration

a. Parish Council Police report- August 

(one criminal damage, one violence against a person and one attempted theft of a motorbike)
The police report was circulated to the parish council. One councillor informed the council that a motor bike was stolen from a garage in Maunby. 

b. Consider Donation Request by Citizen’s Advice
The parish council decided not to donate any money.
c. The Appearance of ‘No Waiting’ Signs outside the School
The school were advised by civil authority to move the ‘no waiting’ signs from their layby to further along the road. Currently no vehicles are permitted to park in the layby, this includes the school taxi. This makes no sense to the parish council, parents or the school and the head teacher is trying to sort it out. A parish councillor read an email issued to parents from the head teacher explaining the situation.

The location of the signs is causing an obstruction on the road and making passing vehicles difficult.

The parish council advised the clerk to email highways and NYC Cllr Annabel Wilkinson.  
Miscellaneous Correspondence for noting 

a. Propose the Parish Council Adopted an IT Policy Recommended by YLCA.
The chairman didn’t like the policy or the layout and the parish council decided to look at another IT Policy that would be more agreeable. 

b. Red Leaved Tree Opposite ‘The Shorthorn’ needs trimming
A parish councillor informed the parish council that a tree is causing an obstruction of view when approaching the A167 crossroads.

The clerk will deal with this matter. 
Planning Matters – New Planning Applications

a. Proposed Replacement Dwelling and Detached Oak Framed Garage. Solberge Lodge Cottage North Otterington Northallerton North Yorkshire. ZB25/01364/FUL
The parish council are unable to view the report as it is not available on the portal. A parish council heard the 17-page report had building faults on each page which led the owners to opt to demolish the existing dwelling and garage and rebuild. The parish council commented that it appears the planning officer made the decision on their own.
Clerk to request the planning report from NYC.
b. Notification of Proposed Works to Trees in a Conservation Area: 1.5 M Crown reduction and thinning of mature Laburnum Tree. Ballyholme, Newby Wiske Northallerton, North Yorkshire. ZB25/01579/CAT
The parish council do not have any comments or objections to this application.
Clerk to reply to NYC planning.
c. Application for Outline Planning Permission with some matters reserved (Considering Access, Layout and Scale) for the construction of a detached 2 storey self/custom build dwelling and garage. OS Field 7434 South Otterington North Yorkshire. ZB25|01475|OUT
The parish council strongly object to this application and have serious concerns. 

Firstly, that the applicant has applied to build these dwellings in a way that would avoid having to include affordable houses. It appears to be done strategically in stages and over a length of time.

Secondly, the proposal to close the farm lane and redirect all the farm traffic including articulated lorries arriving at 4am on some days, is a strain on the resident’s wellbeing, mental health and health and safety.
Clerk to reply to NYC planning.

d. Application for approval of details reserved by conditions 3 (Proposed and existing levels) 5 (Surface water) 6 (Materials) and 7 (Roads and sewers) as laid out in planning permission reference ZB25/00211/MRC. OS Field 4234 South Otterington North Yorkshire. ZB22/02862/DCN2
The parish council has discussed this application. They are concerned that the street lights were put on the opposite side of the street to the footpath – isn’t the purpose of the street lighting to illuminate the footpath?
The parish council asks that point 5 - surface water complies with Yorkshire Water's recommendations. 

There is also concern about the drainage's capability to cope with the demands of the high number of dwellings when they are all occupied after nothing was draining away from the three dwellings that are occupied. A resident has noted that a large hole was dug in the same place three times in ten days. The parish council are also concerned where the waste/water is going if it is struggling to drain up the slope.
Clerk to reply to NYC planning.

e. Application for works to fell 11no. trees in a Conservation Area. Garth House, Newby Wiske, Northallerton, North Yorkshire. ZB25/01599/CAT
The parish council has discussed this application and understands that the garden was overgrown and would support the application if the planning department decided it is necessary.
Clerk to reply to NYC planning.
