Matters arising from previous minutes

a. Proposed Closure of St Micheals and All Angels Church, Maunby
The chair read out the response prepared by a parish councillor expressing the concerns and issues associated with the proposed closure.

The parish council agree with the response and the clerk will send it.

A member of the public mentioned an organisation called ‘Friends of Friendless Churches.’ The chair asked if she could forward the information to the parish council.

The footpath will remain the responsibility of NYC.

Planning Matters arising from previous minutes
a.  Saints Green ZB25/00211/MRC

Planning has declined the gas tank request because it doesn’t match the criteria. The chair has asked for more details and the reasons to be explained in writing. 
A resident informed the parish council that Lovell have installed a water filtration system which is 4 metres deep.

Lovell have inserted a drain very close to the boundary hedge with a neighbouring property. The works caused distress to the hedges root system and the residents are concerned about the hedge. The residents informed the parish council that the contractor manager shouted at her and was very rude and out of order.

There are issues and uncertainty whether Yorkshire Water will adopt the pump and water filtration system as they want it securely fenced off first. 
The chair proposed objecting and the parish council agree but will wait until Cllr A. Wilkinson has provided the detailed written request. 

b. PGL Noise Management

The parish council have only received this today and will put it on the agenda for the next meeting. 
NYC Cllr A. Wilkinson would like to arrange a meeting with PGL, parish council and the NYC planning.

c. Bank Mandate - Propose to remove signatories that are no longer on the parish council.
The parish council agreed to update the communication contact for the bank to the clerk before removing signatures from the mandate. 
d. Propose to Pay HMRC PAYE by Direct Debit 
The parish council agreed that the clerk should arrange it to be paid by direct debit. It would ensure that it is paid on time (quarterly) and would save a postage stamp and the risk of getting lost in the post.  HMRC do not issue receipts of payment.
Any Other Business requiring urgent consideration

a. Communication with PGL
Ross Hocking is not present at the meeting. The parish council have received the latest version of the Noise Management Plan (NMP) today and will have the chance to read it before the meeting. Planning have confirmed that chanting is not allowed.
The parish council question how PGL formulate the data to calculate the number of complaints they receive. (do they only count phone calls etc) They would also like residents to inform the parish council of any complaints logged so we can keep our own records.

b. NYC Councillor Annabel Wilkinson Update
Cllr A Wilkinson provided an update in her absence. She was contacted by a resident in Newby Wiske about a Broadacres house and this matter should soon be resolved. 

She urged the parish council to look and consider the proposal for Boundary Changes.

Cllr A Wilkinson is in the process of arranging a meeting between the parish council, PGL and NYC planning.

c. Peggy’s Field 
Discussed in item 9 a) Planning Matters arising from previous minutes.

d. Moving Daffodils, Stainthorpe Row, A167
A parish councillor was asked by a resident if they could dig up and move the daffodils located along the road. A path will be laid where the daffodils grow and the parish council agreed to relocate them. 

e. Traffic Lights A167
Traffic lights remain in place after laying water pipes into the three newly constructed bungalows on the south end of the village. The work was completed on Monday evening and the hole is thought to be filled by another contractor. The parish council would like the traffic lights removed as soon as possible and instructed the clerk to email Highways.
f. Grass Cutting 
A local farmer has offered to cut the grass from South Otterington (East) to the Caravan Park at a cost of £20 per cut. The parish council agreed.
