Minutes of Last Meeting
Approval of minutes of last meeting on 19/02/25 by K. Bowe and K. Murray.

Matters Arising from Previous Minutes

a. Quote for VAS Sign
K. Bowe has phoned the company and the cost for a battery powered VAS is £3495 plus £650 for two batteries total £4147.50 plus VAT.

The parish council discussed purchasing solar powered but they require new posts which was considered an unnecessary expense.

The parish council approved the cost of purchasing a battery powered VAS for the total cost of £4147.50 plus VAT.
Correspondence for consideration

a. Parish Council Police report – February 
The chairman advised the report did not have much content and the chairman had been reading on their website about stolen vans in Bedale.

b. Proposed Closure of St Micheals and All Angels Church, Maunby
The clerk has received an email advising the proposed permanent closure of the church. The church is currently closed as it is deemed unsafe because of the internal condition. 

A parish councillor explained that the church building was gifted to the village by a local family and it should be returned. The parish council raised questions whether the public footpath running through the church yard can be still used safely by the public.
K. Murray will compose a response for the clerk to reply. 

Clerk to enquire about the footpath. Put on the agenda for the next meeting. 

c. Explore options to Communicate with Residents
Following the last-minute meeting with Lovell, the parish council explored ideas of communicating with the village in a fast and effective way. They discussed WhatsApp and Facebook and recognized that not everyone has access to these or the internet. They concluded that using the notice boards was probably the best way to reach everyone.

a. Modification/variation of Condition 2 (Plans) to previously approved

application 22/02862/FUL (Demolition of existing agricultural

outbuildings and single storey extension to End House, Stainthorpe

Row and proposed residential development comprising 42 new

dwellings (C3), means of access, site infrastructure, open space and

associated landscaping as amended on 04 April 2023.)

The parish council have already objected to many of the points raised by this application and continue to object. The application was discussed and their objection is stated below.

The installation of the five gas tanks or to clarify are actually high-pressure vessels has resulted in several changes being made without permission:

· The garages are removed from most of the smaller dwellings on the plans and are showing as an added optional extra. Plot 42 no longer has a double garage.

· The visitor parking area has been moved and is now very close to the entrance of the site which seems too far away from any houses to be used as visitor parking and the street lights have been moved to the opposite side of the road and no longer illuminate the foot path finally it has had an effect on the planting of the trees.

· The parish council also objects to the 5 proposed trees adjacent to the gas tank area, which will inadvertently cause loss of natural light amenity to neighbours and suggest lower growth hedging instead.

· The removal and lack of green area on the site where there are family homes with an entrance on a busy road.  
The chairman intends to attend the committee meeting where this application is heard and he encouraged the other parish councillor to attend too.

Clerk to reply to NYC planning and enquire as to when the footpath will be reopened.
(two members of the public arrived)
b. Modification of the Wording of Condition 3 [Approved Plans] (as amended by Non-Material Amendment application ZB24/02165/NMC) of previously approved application 23/00562/OUT to increase the restriction on the maximum number of dwellings permitted from 3 to 4. 

Land South West of Mill Farm Station Road South Otterington North Yorkshire. ZB25/00233/MRC
The parish council object in support and agreement to the objection already submitted by neighbouring residents. The original applicant assured residents that it would only be for three bungalows and this was considered acceptable given the size of the plot of land and the increase to the number of dwellings in that part of the village.

a. Communication with PGL
PGL’s season has started and guest numbers are at about 1/3 to ½ capacity over Easter before numbers drop after Easter and increase in May.

A parish councillor told Ross that when planning was passed to open PGL residents were assured that chanting would not be allowed, unfortunately this is still happening. It seems that the planning enforcement do not communicate information, residents are now reporting episodes of chanting to planning.

Ross advised that other sites teach the children songs and chants to do between actives but they do not do that at the Newby Hall site. Ross will talk to his team about the matter.

c. Peggy’s Field (Saint’s Green, Lovell Housing Development) 
Lovell has offered to help the community by supporting our village school careers, village benches and flower tubs etc. It is not known what Lovell’s budget is but the community have several ideas of how Lovell can help.
