Minutes of Last Meeting
Approval of minutes of last meeting on 22/10/25 - M. Halderthay and M. Stokes approved the minutes as a true record.
Matters arising from previous minutes

a. Parish Council Adopting a gov. email Address  
The website is live and the parish councillors need to activate their new email addresses and provide a head shot for the clerk to upload on the website.

b. Discuss Highways Adopting and Ownership/Maintenance Responsibility of Snicket Drive through past South View, Little Otterington
The clerk has contacted Land Registry who quoted £72 for providing the information. The council considered this expensive and a parish councillor will look at it. Put on the agenda for the next meeting. 

c. Highways Maintenance and School ‘No Parking’ signs Displayed on the Road
The clerk emailed Parking Services about this issue and their reply was circulated to the parish councillors. It stated the status of the official signage already in place and confirmed the signage displayed by the school was unofficial. 
The school hasn’t made any progress in resolving this issue.

d. Discussing North Yorkshire Community Resilience entitled: Get Involved to Assess if the PC could Aid the Community with an Emergency Response Plan for our Parish Villages. 
K. Murray completed a pilot assessing our parish resilience and scored zero due to the lack of people trained, equipment etc.
NYC Cllr A. Wilkinson provided contact details of the resilience team and suggested asking them to give a talk to the parish council as a starting point. Blankets and sand bags could be available. 
A few interesting points raised were, Do we know who are vulnerable residents and how would the parish council communicate the plan to the community and comply with data protection?

e. Consider how to Spend CIL Payment
The chairman asked if anybody has any thoughts on how to spend the CIL money. One idea was to get some ‘No parking’ signs to display around Church green to prevent people parking on the green as it is the parish councils responsibility to look after the village greens.
Clerk to ask Highways if the parish council is allowed to display signs.

Planning Matters – New Planning Applications

a. Full Application for Planning Permission for Demolition of Redundant Buildings, Construction of 3 No. Detached Dwelling and Conversion and Extension of Former Methodist Church to Form a Dwelling. Maunby Methodist Church Pickeringmoor Lane Maunby North Yorkshire. ZB25/01862/FUL

The parish council discussed the application and do not object, however, they do have some concerns over possible damage to the village green as vehicles regularly drive on the verge when exiting this blind lane.
b. Householder application for planning permission for works or extension to a dwelling: Single storey extension to rear to form kitchen & dining area, conversion of garage area to form en-suite guest room and utility. Provision of 2no. rooflights to front elevation. Widening of existing drive to provide additional parking space, removal of defective brickwork boundary wall and provision of new 1.8m high close boarded LOCATION: APPLICANT: timber fence. 3 Beechfield South Otterington Northallerton North Yorkshire. ZB25/01957/FUL

The parish council discussed this application and do not object to the proposal but they question the height of the proposed 1.8m fence when it is located next to a public paved footpath.

c. Discuss Budget & Setting the Precept
The parish council decided to set the precept at the same amount £6,800. They understand that the bank account is healthy and instructed the clerk to transfer the CIL money into the parish savings account, leaving a balance of £10,000.

Donating some money to the village hall to refurbish the toilets was another idea to spend some of the CIL money.
The parish council discussed when was the last time the footpath along ‘The Avenue’ was cleaned? And instructed the clerk to contact Highways requesting the information.
Any Other Business requiring urgent consideration

a. Communication with PGL
PGL is guest free until the end of February 2026. They haven’t got any contractual work planned on site apart from general checks and staff training. 

b. NYC Councillor Annabel Wilkinson Update, Feedback from Meeting with Planning at County Hall & PGL Noise Management Plan (NMP)
We are expecting a summary shortly from Martin Grainger summarising the points raised at the meeting arranged by NYC Cllr A. Wilkinson at County Hall.  

NYC Cllr A. Wilkinson informed the parish council about the expectations on NYC by the government to meet the targets for building new homes. 
The refuge collections have changed from Mon – Fri to Tuesday – Friday, working longer days but avoiding Mondays and the disruptions of bank holidays. The new system means collection times may be later in the day. NYC have bought new vehicles costing £250,000. 

c. Saint’s Green (Peggy’s Field)
A resident advised that Lovell have completely covered the pumping station with green tarmac.

The footpath from Little Otterington to the A167 via the Lovell site is proving difficult to stick to the path due to parked vehicles blocking access. 
Clerk to contact public rights of way informing them of the parked vehicles and asking if the stile can be changed to a swing gate, the same style as the entrance from Little Otterington.
