In the chairman’s absence K. Murray chaired the meeting.
Minutes of Last Meeting

M. Stokes and K. Bowe approved the minutes as a true record.

Matters arising from previous minutes

a. Discuss Highways Adopting and Ownership/Maintenance Responsibility of Snicket Drive through past South View, Little Otterington
A parish councillor suggested that the clerk ask Yorkshire Water.

b. Discussing North Yorkshire Community Resilience entitled: Get Involved to Assess if the PC could Aid the Community with an Emergency Response Plan for our Parish Villages. 
K. Murray contacted Ray Wood who offered to come and give a talk about creating a resilience plan, the parish council discussed and highlighted local flooding (mainly by flash flooding running off fields) and loss of electric as the main areas to cover. The village hall would be an ideal hub and the parish council and village hall committee will look into available grants to purchase a generator. Sand bags or expanding water bags could also be available. The parish council asked what PGL had in place.
K. Murray will look into this further. Put on the agenda for the next meeting. 
c. Consider how to Spend CIL Payment – Possibility on Fibre Optic for Newby Wiske
A resident informed the parish council that Openreach had a plan to install fibre optic in the village within the next couple of years so the parish council decided not to pursue this.

Planning Matters – New Planning Applications

a. Application for construction of downstairs wc and cloak room where existing porch was to the North East Elevation. Belmont House, Newby Wiske, Northallerton. ZB25/00782/FUL
The parish council discussed the application and do not have any comments or objections – Clerk to inform NYC

b. Notification of Proposed Works to two Trees in a Conservation Area: 1.  Tree Number / ID - 1194 Common Sycamore, Fell and treat stump to prevent regrowth. 2.  Tree Number / ID - 1195 Golden weeping willow, reduce pollard height by approx. 2-3 m. PGL Travel Limited Newby Wiske Hall Newby Wiske Northallerton ZB25/01421/CAT

c. Application for Tree Works: Works to Four Trees Subject to a Tree Preservation Order (TPO): 1). 1189 Hybrid black poplar 'robusta' fell as high as possible leaving stump. 2). 1190 Common Sycamore, reduce in height by approx. 4- metres. 3). 1191 Wych elm, fell if deemed necessary low risk. 4). 1193 Hybrid black poplar 'robusta', Fell. Trees marked 1189, 1190 and 1191 are protected within W1 of TPO ref:19/00002/TPO2 and 1193 is protected by G1 of TPO ref:19/00002/TPO2. PGL Travel Limited Newby Wiske Hall Newby Wiske Northallerton. ZB25/01451/TPO
The parish council discussed both applications (b and c) and do not have any comments or objections. Ross explained that a sapling would be planted of the same tree type to replace any felled trees.

Any Other Business requiring urgent consideration

a. Communication with PGL
PGL only have a few days before they are guest free for a couple of weeks when the kids return to school.
They have planned an open day on 31st August where the community is invited. 
A parish councillor noted that on Sunday evening the kids were shouting from one end of the field to the other and there are still coaches and mini buses entering the site from South Otterington.
The parish council wondered why Lovell have rules of working hours 8am – 5pm and PGL can occupy the playing field 12 hours a day.
b. NYC Councillor Annabel Wilkinson Update 
Annabel wasn’t able to attend the last couple of meetings and has also sent her apologies for the September meeting so she has offered to meet with the chairman and clerk to discuss any matters of concern. The parish council compiled a list:

· Discuss NYC building control letter of complaint. The main topics to include are Peggy’s Field (Saints Green) (see below points), PGL and Parlour’s refusal (see below points) Plus, other planning applications where the decision didn’t seem to make any sense.

· Pavement parking along the A167 in South Otterington. 

· NYC lack of response to residents enquires.

· What is the point of the parish council when nobody listens to their views. The parish council is supposed to be the community level of government but how can it be effective when nobody listens. 
· The entry to Spencer’s Café as it is noticed that vehicles can get confused by the false entry from the North side. – a parish councillor volunteered to address the matter with the café owners. 

Peggy’s Field (Saints Green)

1. How much the development has changed from original application. Location of the street lights.
2. If Yorkshire Water will adopt the pumping station as they originally stated it would need fencing in as a condition of adopting but NYC want it left open.
3. At the initial meeting held at Malton to hear the proposed planning application to build dwellings on Peggy’s field the issues of access, drainage and flooding were raised by residents but nobody listened to their views. A resident who attended was told that one small lorry would deliver at a time, this has proved to be false as South Otterington (A167) has ground to a halt on serval occasions as large lorries manoeuvre in and out of the site.
Parlour’s

1. The parish council fail to understand why this was refused due to flooding when an application on the other side of the bridge/road to build 3 dwellings was passed.

c. The Parish Council Adopting a Gov. Email Adress 
It is necessary for the parish council to adopt a gov. email address to comply with the next audit. The councillors recognized that it would be of benefit to them.
The parish council will look into the cost and how to proceed.

d. Discouraging Cold Calling in the Parish

A parish councillor has experienced a rise in door-to-door sales people. ‘No Cold Calling’ signs are displayed on lamp posts around ‘The Shorthorn’ in South Otterington and the parish council would like more signage around the village and on residents’ dwellings.

Clerk to contact NYC and request street signage and signs for residents’ dwellings. 

e. Saint’s Green (Peggy’s Field)
A resident informed the parish council that a better footpath is laid in front of the occupied bungalows but the resident’s fence that stretching the length of the footpath was demolished and completely flattened. The resident had just spent £300 on it.   

Lovell plan to complete the main building work on all the dwellings by Christmas.

The pumping station is not currently operating.

The street lights were installed on the wrong side of the road and shine directly into a resident’s bedroom. Lovell have unsuccessfully tried to rectify this by fitting a cowl to redirect the light. Lovell do not have planning permission to relocate the street lights.
Lovell have dug up the road in front of a resident’s house four times.

The two large green cabinets that are showing on the map back-to-back with a residents dwelling were installed at 90* angle.
