Approval of minutes of last meeting on 21/01/26
E. Branson-Burke and K. Murray approved the minutes as a true record.
Matters Arising from Previous Minutes

a. Discuss Highways Adopting and Ownership/Maintenance Responsibility of Snicket Drive through past South View, Little Otterington
K. Bowe has made no progress. Put on the agenda for the next meeting. 

b. South Otterington School – Use of Layby and Displaying ‘No Parking’ signs on the Road
The school head teacher has had a successful meeting with NYC/highways about the rules of parking on the layby and how they can change it to make it work to meet the school’s needs. The parish council is satisfied that they have done all they can to aid the school to resolve the matter.  
c. Discussing North Yorkshire Community Resilience entitled: Get Involved to Assess if the PC could Aid the Community with an Emergency Response Plan for our Parish Villages.
K. Murray would like to liaise with PGL to prevent doubling up on resources. Trading Standards would be willing to attend a coffee morning at the village hall to discuss scams with residents. The village hall committee support this idea.

d. Discuss NYC Salt Bin Replenishment Invoice and Future Filling by NYC
NYC clarified that their charge is to fill each salt bin twice a year for a charge of £90 per salt bin. (including VAT) The agreement is to fill a bin at Maunby and Newby Wiske. The parish council is satisfied they understand the agreement and are happy for NYC to continue. They approved the expense of £90 per invoice. (£180.00 in total)  
Correspondence for consideration

a. Parish Council Police January 2026 (1 x Auto Crime/ SMV – one GPS system stolen from tractor)
The report was circulated to the parish council and no further details were provided. 
b. Request for Dog Bin around Flagstaff Cottages or Over the Bridge towards Maunby
Following an increase in dog fouling a parish councillor highlighted the need for two additional dog poo bins at Maunby and around Flagstaff, Green Lane, Maunby. The parish council agreed these were necessary and instructed the clerk to contact NYC and make a request.

c. Discuss Works to an Unsafe Tree at Maunby Churchyard covered by a TPO
Residents at Maunby have noticed that the big tree at the front of St Michael’s and All Angels churchyard is looking dangerous. The tree trunk splits to form a fork and one of the heavy branches is concerning. The church is officially closed as the building was deemed unsafe. The tree is covered by a TPO and we are awaiting a report to determine the necessary action. 
Once the report is issued the parish council instructed the clerk to send it to the carers of the church.

Planning Matters – Granted

a. Application for Outline Planning Permission with some matters reserved (Considering Access only) for the construction of a detached self/custom build dwelling and garage. OS Field 7434 South Otterington North Yorkshire. ZB25/01475/OUT
The parish council are concerned that the driveway is inadequate and will result in vehicles getting hemmed in.

b. Householder application for planning permission for works or extension to a dwelling: Single storey extension to rear to form kitchen &amp; dining area, conversion of garage area to form en-suite guest room and utility. Provision of 2no. rooflights to front elevation. Widening of existing drive to provide additional parking space, removal of defective brickwork boundary wall and provision of new 1m high close boarded timber fence. 3 Beechfield, South Otterington, Northallerton North Yorkshire. ZB25/01957/FUL
The application was passed when they reduced the height of the fence from 1.8m to 1m.

c. Saint’s Green (Peggy’s Field)
A neighbouring resident shared their observations with parish council. Lovell had completely dug up the pumping station again. 

A neighbours fence was badly damaged enabling their horses to escape on the A167 road. The neighbours helped retrieve the horses and luckily nobody or the horses were hurt. Due to the damaged fence the horses are stuck in the stable until Lovell mend the fence. 

Lovell have not started to build any affordable housing as yet and the parish council have serious concerns that underground water will cause problems. The planning portal has changed the flood risk from low risk to high for the north and west area of the site.  
Lovell’s original timescale to complete the main construction of the dwellings was Oct 2025.

The parish council has learnt of more residents who have experienced cracks appearing in their walls.
The parish council discussed the drainage around Peggy’s field and the damp course on the dwellings built.

A report on the planning portal has confirmed LPG gas is more dangerous than other types of gas and more damaging to the environment.
